During the famine two brothers
who lived In Buchien fought desper-
ately to stave off starvation from thelr
familles and bad blood arose between
them. At last the elder Lrother sold
his father's coffin for food. When
refused to divide the proceeds with bis
yvounger brother the latter chopped off
his head with a cleaver.

Because It was too expeusive to
carry the murderer several scores of
miles to the nearest yamen of justice
the local elders. Including the father
of the murderer, whose coffiu had beeon
sold, sat In justice upon the culprit and
condemned him to death. He asked
thiat be be buried alive Instead of re-
celving the borrible torture of the
“thirty slices."” The father Interceded
| with the other elders to get them to

It drove Bres-
cl, the assassin of King Humbert of
Italy, to sulelde, and It transformed
Luechinl, who murdered the empress of
Austria, Into a hopeless lmheclle

murder of the late shah of Persia one
was tortured to death o prison, while
another was Ineased In wet plaster
paris, which on setting slowly crushed
the life out of him. Three of the as
sassins of a previous shab were bolled
alive In huge copper caldrons.

8o Iate nas the year 1831 the two
Mavromichaells, who slew Count (‘apo
d’'Istra, the fArst president of tireece
were Immured within close brick walls
bullt around them up to thelr chins
and supplied with salted food, bot no
drink, untll they dled. Damlens, who
attempted the lfe of King Louls XV
of France, was first barbarously tor
| tured and then torn to pleces by wild
bhorses. This pnnlshment was earried
out In one of the principal squares of
Paris March 28 1707. Ravalllae, who
assassinated Henry IV. of France, suf
fered a similar foate.

The murderer of Sellm 111, of Turkey
was publicly Impaled, lingering five
and a half days In dreadful torment
Those who did to death his immediate
successor, Mustapha IV., were tortured
and starved on alternate days and de
prived of sleep by night untll death
came to thelr rellef.—Chleago News
