It is the same to some extent 
with sewing machine, piano, buggy, 
wagon and other peddlers, only that it 
is more often that people are imposed 
upon by shoddy and cheap jack articles. 
We w ant to caution our readers tgainst 
peddlers and strangers who are here for 
a few weeks and then pull out. There 
are plenty of reliable business men, not 
only iu this city, but in all parts of the 
county, whom we can recommend to 
trade with in preference to peddlers and

A CLERK’S BLUNDER.
Effect Upon ths Fortunes of Our 

Revolutionary War.
The element of cbance as exempli­

fied In tbe blunder of a copyist bad an 
important bearing on tbe result of our 
war for Independence. As Is well 
,non-n. tbe crisis of the military be­
tween Great Britain and tbe revolting 
colonies wus reached when General 
F.urgoyne's campaign was planned In 
London. Tbe object was to strike a 
tremendous blow at the center of tbo 
Revo'utlon. Tbe -British forces were 
to take possession of the Mohawk and 
Hudson valleys by a concentric march 
from Lake Champlain, Oswego and 
New York on converging lines toward 
Albany. The ascent of the Hudson by 
Sir William Howe's army was esseu 
tlal to the success of a scheme by 
which New England «as to be cut off 
as by a wedge from the southern colo­
nies.

Orders were sent out from London 
for tbe advance of Burgovne's and St. 
Inger's forces from Canada. At first 
Sir William Howe was merely Inform­
ed of tbe plan and was armed with 
discretionary powers, but finally a dis­
patch was drafted positively ordering 
him to co-operate In the movement 
from New Y’ork.

A British clerk made a hasty and 
very cureless copy of the dispatch, 
which the minister. Lord George (Jer­
maine. found great difficulty In read 
Ing He angrily reprimanded tbe cul­
prit and ordered a fresh copy to be 
made without flaw or erasure. Being 
pressed for time and unxlous for a 
holiday. laird George posted off to tbe 
country without waiting for the fresh 
copy.

Tbe military order was laboriously 
copied In the clerk's beat hand, but 
when It was finished the minister was 
not there to sign It. It was pigeon­
holed and overlooked when he returned 
and was not seut to America until long 
afterward. Howe, being left with full 
discretion, allowed himself to lie drawn 
Into military operations against Wash­
ington’» army near Philadelphia. Bur- 
goyne’s army was entrapped, cut off 
from retreat and forced to surrender 
at Saratoga.

The Wooing of the Woodcock.
The wooing of the woodcock is one 

of those sights to witness which a 
lover of nature In all its moods will 
make a Journey of miles. The scene Is 
enacted at twilight, and the setting is 
of willow or alder bushes whose 
branches are JuBt beginning to show 
the tender green of early spring. Sud­
denly from the damp ground a bird 
form shoots upward like some swamp 
spirit until It Is outlined against the 
gray of the evening sky. Then it circles 
above the branches, and the song of 
the wooing begins. Hidden in the 
darkness of the thick lower growth Is 
the object to which this love song is 
directed. The bird above circles per­
haps a score of times, then drops back 
to the damp thicket, making a sound 
which can be likened only to the drop­
ping of water Into a woodland pool. 
Again the bird soars and circles, sing­
ing still the love song. This is repeat­
ed time after time until the last gleam 
of light has faded and night’s dark- 
ness comes down.

The Life Saving Service.
The first stations of a life saving 

service In this country were establish­
ed by tbe Massachusetts Humane soci­
ety at Lovell Island and Cohasset. All 
efforts for saving life and property In 
cases of shipwreck were made by tlils 
society till 1837. when the president of 
the I nlted States was authorized to 
employ ships to cruise along the shores 
and render assistance to distressed 
navigators. In 1848 congress passed a 
aw creating a few life saving stations 
between Sandy Hook and Little Egg 
harbor. New Jersey. From this has 
growu the splendid system which now 
takes In all the coasts of the country 
—New York American.

SOAP BUBBLES.
Ef-

A BROKEN CUP.

How Some Pretty and Marvelous 
feet. May Be Produced.

There are degrees of skill In all pas­
times. hut one would hardly think that 
there were specialists In the art of 
blowing soap bubbles. An article In 
the Windsor Magazine by Meredith Nu­
gent, however, shows that some very 
pretty and marvelous effects may be 
obtained by the exercise of care and 
patience with soap and water.

The first step Is Mo make a solution 
by rubbing pure white castlle soap Into 
a bowl partly filled with water until a 
lather has been formed. Then remove 
every particle of luther, dip a clay pipe 
Into the cleared solution and Btart to 
blow a bubble.

If you can blow one six Inches In di­
ameter so that It will bang suspended 
from the pipe and will allow your fore­
finger covered with the solution to be 
pushed through Into the bubble with­
out breuklug. then the mixture Is ready 
for use.

Six bubbles may be blown, one Inside 
the other. This Is performed by dip­
ping the end of a straw In the soapy 
water and after resting the wet end 
upon an Inverted plate or sheet of 
glass, which should have been previ­
ously wet with the solution, blow a 
bubble six Inches In diameter.

Then dip the straw Into the solution 
again, carefully thrust It through Into 
the center of this first bubble and blow 
another. Continue In this manner until 
all the bubbles are In position. Great 
care must be taken that the straw Is 
thoroughly wet with solution for fully 
half Its length before each bubble Is 
blown, with practice ten or twelveblown. With practice ten or twelve 
bubbles may be placed Inside of one 
another.
