Closely connected with Benny Ila- 
v ns’ was the great cadet riot of Christ­
mas, 1826, in the middle of Jefferson 
Davis' third year. Before Christmas it 
was rumored through the barracks 
that Davis and other southern and 
southwestern cadets were going to ex­
plain to the other members of the 
corps the mysteries of eggnog. Cadets 
Davis, Tilghmau and Temple were to 
get the necessaries from Benny’s, tgit 
It seems that something prevented, and 
others had to get the materials. The 
authorities wer£ suspicious and 
dered the inspectors to stay up 
night to keep order. This augered 
cadets, and the preparations for 
eggnog went on. In the dark of
morning of Dec. 25 the Invitation.* 
were sent out. Robert E. Lee and Jo 
seph E. Johnston declined. J. B. Ma 
grader. Drayton. C. J. Wright and oth­
ers accepted. Davis was extending the 
invitations when he heard a rumor that 
Captain Hitchcock was abroad.
