Commenting on the round the world 
telegnqih experiment recently made by 
a newspaper in Copenhagen, Ferdinand 
Wagner says in a Berlin paper : ‘‘There 
"as nothing wonderful in the result. 
Two messages were sent by the editor 
to himself nt Copenhagen. One went 
via Shanghai, New York and London 
and the other via Loudon, Shanghai and 
New York. The first to arrive at its 
destination was the one which was sent 
by way of Shanghai. It had to be re. 
transmitted eight times and was re­
ceived at the Couenhagen office in three 
Ilnurs and twenty-three minutes after it 
had been sent away. The time seem, 
short to circle the globe, but if the vari 
ous stations had received notice in ad. 
vance. and if the trial dispatch had 
been given the right of way, the time 
would have been leduced almost to the 
Shakespearean limit.’’

The Central Pacific Railroad has reach­
ed its last pat ment of indebtedness to 
the government lor national aid in its 
construction. The Union Pacific also 
has reimbursed the treasury, principal 
and interst, for the assistance ¡advanced 
by act of Uougress. Many citizens 
doubted the propriety of putting this 
responsibility on the treasury, and 
more declared that there would never be 
a repayment.
