Adhesive Eggs of Fishes.
Among the fishes which produce ad­

hesive eggs are (be little black head 
minnow (I’lmepbalea promclasi and the 
goldfish The male blackhead deposits 
tlie fecundated eggs singly upon the 
underside of leaves of water plants 
and watches them unceasingly until 
batched. The eggs of the goldfish are 
deposited singly upon the weeds and 
mosses in a similar manner by the 
male tlsli The eggs of the yellow perch 
nre hold together In narrow strips or 
ribbons of n glutinous character Ad­
hesive eggs of other species, as the 
black bass, sunfish, catfishes, etc., are 
deposited lu masses lu shallow neats or

needle does point north and south, tin ! 
It is quite safe to say that such condi 
tlons are never found on board of it 
ship.

But we must go further and sa.v tb.t 
no more unfavorable position cot.1.1 l.t 
found for a compass than on boarj 01 
a modern steamship, which Is :: tom 
plicated mass of steei. all teudlug to 
draw the compass needle from its ullc 
glance to the magnetic pole of the 
earth, warring Influences which must 
needs be counteracted by all sorts of 
devices which hedge round the Instru­
ment by an invisible wall of conflicting 
currents of magnetism.

mal9 In Existence,

les animal life It sometimes appears as 
If nature had either deliberately set to 
work to form weird and curious crea­
tures or else bad been engaged In ex 
pertinents, for there are birds and ani­
mals which might be accused of being 
made up of odds and ends.

One of the most grotesque animals tn 
existence Is the wart hog of Africa, 
called by the Boers the Vlaktevark pig 
of the plains.

It stands about thirty Inches In 
height, has a huge disproportionate 
head, with eyes set very high up, and 
large protruding tusks. These are ex 
actly opposite those of other pigs, the 
upper ones being much longer than 
those In the lower Jaw and sometimes 
attaining a length of over twenty 
laches.

Eat the most unusual feature of this 
curious looking creature and the one 
from which It derives its name Is the 
great wart Just below each eye. a 
smaller one appearing between each 
tusk and the large wart above it.

The body Is almost hairless, except 
that along the spine and the neck long 
coarse hair hangs, and the w hole effect 
of the animal is weird and 
These wild hogs often take 
of empty burrows made by 
mals, and when pursued 
around sharply as they enter, making 
their way in bind first.—London Tele­
graph.

Panama Mosquitoes.
A visitor to the canal zone of 

Ama can have the privilege of an in­
troduction to not less than eighty-three 
species of mosquitoes, thirty of them 
found nowhere else. Fortunately they 
do not all bite, and the contagion of 
yellow fever Is carried by only one of 
them. Certain genera, technically called 
megarhlnus. psorophora and lutzla. are 
found, which Instead of spreading any 
disease hostile to men wage war on 
their weaker cousins and at times even 
on their brothers and sisters. The yel­
low fever mosquito, the only kind in 
America spreading this Infection, sci­
entifically called stegomyla. Is very 
scarce. It Is possible to live for weeks 
on the line of the caaal without seeing 
it single specimen. This mosquito Is a 
strictly domestic Insect, never found 
away from man. It breeds only In 
artificial receptacles, such as barrels, 
water coolers, bottles and tin cans In 
and around human habitations.—Chi- 
cagj News.
