The fact is the peo­
ple of Nehalem were made a political 
foot ball of,office seekers making all kinds 
of promises, never to be carried out. For 
fear of any misunderstanding, we want 
to stay that Nehalem is not getting a 
larger proportion of road money than 
any other part of the county.

There appears to be a demand for a 

co operative cheese factory at Cloverdale 
by the dairvmen in that vicinity, and it 
is expected that they will organize and 
build a factory to be ready for opera­
tion bv next Spiing. Several dairvmen 
from there have been in the city from 
the vicinity of Cloverdale talking tie 
»natter up so as to get in with the other 
co-operative associations, which are run 
in rhe interests of the dairymen and have 
proved must successful. Since most of 
the large co operative factories have the 
same secretary ami salesman, every year 
shows more conclusively that the dairy 
interests ot the county should be centered 
under one head. Practically most of the 
co operative factories are todav, yet 
they retain their identity by having a 
board of directors who look after the 
interests of their respective factories, but 
when it comet to selling cheese anyone 
can see that the price can be kept up and 
there is less fluctuation when one indivi 
dual is handling the cheese than with 
30 or 40 sellers butting in and allowing 
buyers to tangle them all up. Dairvmen 
as a t^ile have become toxy enough to see 
what went on for years and to apply the 
right remedy. Which they are gradually 
do:ng to their own satisfaction, as well 
as increasing their bank accounts. We 
predict that it will not be long before all 
the large factories will be selling their 
out put under one head.* * *

The Headlight does not budge one iota 
from the position we took a tew weeks 
ago that the county should construct a 
first class wagon road through the 
entire length of the count and strive to 
have il in good shape for travel by next 
year. But before this can be made a 
good and successful road for the tourist 
and automobile travel. Yamhill. Polk 
and Clatsop counties must improve the 
roads in their couuties. There is every 
indication ami assurance that Tillamook 
county will put the main road from the 
south to the north parts of the county 
in good shape. If Yamhill and Polk 
counties will put the road in shape be* 
t ween Sheridan and Dolph, and if Clat 
sop county will build the road to con 
nect the road built tn this county to the 
county lire known as the inside road, 
it would open tip one of the grandest 
highways in the State of Oregon. To 
put the Nehalem road in good shape five 
miles <»t graded road would hive to br 
graveled tn this county, whereasClats«»p 
oottnty has. we understand, about eight 
miles of road to grade and gravel, and it 
is up to Clatsop county to get this com­
pleted in time for next year’s travel. As 
to the Necamev mountain road, which 
overlooks the Pacific, with a grand view 
of the ocean, it arill take two rears at 
least before this county will tie able to 
complete that road. Taking a broad 
view of the situation, we see no reason, 
if Yamhill, Polk. Tillamook and Clatsop 
counties will co-operate, why the road 
we have indicated cannot be put in good 
condition for next summer. It can he 
if they will get about it and the Coast 
road would immediately become 
most popular highway in Oregon

Fred Skomp Writes Another 
Letter to Commissioners.

In the matter of a proposed road up 
the North fork of the Trask river, the 
court received the following letter from 
Fred Skomp :

Since filing the paper calling your 
attention to the proposition of building 
a «agon road over the above mentioned 
routs, a great many people have mani- 
fraled their interest ill the project h, 
repeated inquiries concerning the feas 
ibilitv cf such route, and each and all 
have stated that if the fact« are as stated 
by me in my letter aforsai l to your hon­
orable body, or that such route was 
nearly so good a route as therein set 
forth, that it would be a wine policy on 
the part of our community and the court 
officials to make a thorough investiga­
tion of the matter to determine definite­
ly just what the cost would be of a road 
built along the route proposed, and the 
distance, altitudes and grades, together 
with such other information as might be 
necessary and useful.

To snow you my faith in the feasibility 
and practsbilitv of this route, I hereby 
tender to you my services to conduct 
your honorable body, or any member or 
members of the same, over the proposed 
route free of charges|of any kind for my 
time or services, »nd will assure you 
that all that is necessary to convince you 
that such route is aS represented is a 
thorough examination of the same.

Those who have spoken of the n alter 
(and I find it is glowing more popular 
each day), Jhave stated that it wa- a 
matter of such importance that it was 
the duty of our people to investigate and 
find out whether or not such a practica­
ble route could be found, and that the 
county court would he the proper pel- 
sons to take the initiative in the s at'et

Realizing the urgent need of such a 
road, and considering the commercial 
importance of the same to our w hole 
county, I hope you will see fit to at 
once accept my offer to devote my time 
to taking you over the proposed route, 
that I may have the opportunity of dem 
ons rating to you the practicability and 
necessity of the building of such road,
