NEW PLAN FOR TILLAMOOK,

Hawley Wants Complete Survey
of Harbor.

Washington, Dec, 23.—If there is to he
ariver and harbor bill this session Rep-
resentative Hawley will insist upon the
appropriation of the full amount recom-
nended hy the Ariny engineers for the
improvement of Tillamook Bay ; indeed,
he will go further and ask for a new sur-
vey with a view to securing a bew pro
ject for the improvement of the channel
at the entrance to the bay. The engi-
neers have recommended no appropria.
tion for the mouth of this burbor, but
did ask for $10,000 for repairing the dikes
along the channel to Tilimook (ity.
I'hese dikes, built some years ago, have
malntained a fair channel to Hoguarton
Slough, but thev are badly in need of
repuirs und in fact it is necessary to have
an anuual appropriation of $5000 to
keep them in condition,

Mr Hawley will probably experience
some difficulty in securing an adequate
ippropriation, hecause |. N. Teal, of
I'ortland, recently appeared before Chair.
maun Burton and stated that Tillamook
Bay was not urgently in need of improv
ments and that it could wait for some
future time if it became necessary to re
dace the appropriations for the harbors
along the Oregon coast, Mr, Teal said
that it was far more important to im.
prove the entrance to Coos Bay than to
secure an appropriation for Tillamook,

Before the channel at the mouth of the
hay can be further improved it will be
necessary to have anew project prepared
and indorsed by the engineers, and Mr.
tawley’s bill, recently introduced, calls
tor two surveys, one lor a 156 foot chun-
nel to the bar and the other for a 20-
foot chunnel, These surveys will include
estimates of cost, and it the engineers
favor one or the other of the projects it
may be possihle to secure an appropria.
tion for the entrance of the bay in the
river and harbor bills to be passed in the
61st Congress,
