feet, As ihe channel spproaches the
ocean, however, it hroadens and shoals,
80 that at this titse 1t is wot more than
cighteen ieet desp nt oidivary bigh tide,
The hottom of this chaunel and the
beaches extending north avd south on
elther side of the mouth of the bay are
composed ol fine, gray sand, susceptible
to the attion of wind and wuves

The prevailiog winds of Inte spring
and summer are from the north and
north-west : during the remainder of the
year from the south and south west,
and in the Inte fnll and winter scason’'s
pevere southerly storius are not nncom-
mon. The general result 18 the shifting
of the bar channel to the northward in
winter and southward in summer, with
n considerable varintion i depth o8
well as location of chanvel.

It frequently happens that seveie
storms change the loention ol the vutlet
from one hall to one mile At such
times a sandspit s formed, extending
from the south side of the entrance, de
l'ec ng the channel to the north and st
the snme time shoaling it

During such pericds only small ves
sels can cross and then st great risk, for
the renson that they must genernlly
contend with averse winds close to a
lee shore and broadside to the ocenn
waves. The extrewe ol this condition
existed for some time during  recemt
yen:s. Every year brings a recurrence
ol the difhculty i greater or less de
gree and WIS A constant  mebace Lo
shippmng
