TJ EDITOR OF TILLAMOOK HEADLIGHT. 
Tillamook County appears to be on 

the eve of a development to take place 
within the next five years, ¡of a greater 
extent perhaps than in all of the previous 
years of her history combined.

With the advent with the steam rail- 
road, the prospect of one or more 
electric roads, and the beginning of the 
manufacture of our enormaus timber 
products added to the natural adapta 
bility of our lands for all kinds of milk 
and crea n products, in itself alone 
would be sufficient to put us in the fore 
front as a model country in which to 
live, but in addition to these there are, 
however, many latent resources in our 
country of which as yet nothing appears 
to be known and which have probably 
never before been mentioned, 
these is Bauxite.from which is 
e I aluminum.

Pioneer settlers of Tillamook
surprised to learn that there are excellent 
reasons f-»r believing th «t there is within 
the borders of our county this ore 
known as Bauxite.

A refining company, of Denver, Col , 
has this to say about aluminum and its 
ore Bauxite :

“The principal pre of aluminum is 
Bauxite, which contains when pure, 
aluminum oxide 74 per cent. The ore 
has a dull earthy luster and is found in 
various colors. Alumina is widely dis 
tributed in nature. but the above 
mineral is the principal source of the 
metal.

lbe electrical furnace is, up to the 
present time, the only successful method 
of extracting (his metal from i»s ores.

Large deposits of Bauxite that can be 
cheaply mined and are near to trans­
portation could be contracted to sell, or 
treated profitably. Ores should carry 
from 50 to 75 per cent alumina.

The uses of aluminum are numerous, 
at present the largest being in electri­
cal, household utensils, various allots, 
etc.

Quotations for this mineral remains 
at 36 to 38 cents* per lb. ’’

The mineral received its name from 
the village of Baux (or Beaux) in south­
ern France, where a highly ferriferous, 
variety was first found and described by 
Berthier in 1821.

Aluminum is one of (he metals present 
in clay, feldspar, slate and many other 
rocks and minerals. It was discovered 
by Wohler in 1828 and was re-examined 
by him in 1845, when he obtained 
metal in minute globules, or beads, 
heating a mixture of choloride 
aluminum and sodium. In 1855 
French chemist Deville showed,
result of a series of experiments, that 
aluminum could be prepared on a large 
scale and in a compact form without 
much difficulty.

The mineral cryolite found in Green­
land, which is double flouride of alumi 
num and sodium, was the ore first used 
for its manufacture ; but bauxite, a 
mineral found in France, and consisting 
chiefly of alumina or oxide of aluminum 
and oxide of iron, has more recently 
been employed as a convenient source of 
the metal.

The manufacture of aluminum was 
started in 1860, near Newcastle, by Mr. 
(afterwards Sir) I. L. Belt; but owing 
to the restricted demand for the metal 
the works were stopped, and it has 
been since manufactured chiefly in 
France. Recently, however, works have 
again been started in England 
Aluminum Crown Metal Co., at 
wood, near Birmingham.

Here the metal is make from
Large works have also been started at 
various points in the United States.

Thu properties of aluminum are, that 
it is a white metal somewhat resembling 
silver, but possessing a bluish hue which 
reminds one of zinc. This bluish color 
can be whitened by hydrofluoric and 
phosphoric acids, and ah o by a heated 
solution of potash. It is very malleable 
and ductile. In tenacity it approaches 
iron, and it takes a high polish. It fuses 
at about 1291° F. (700c) and can then 
be cast in molds into ingots.

Exposed to dry oj moist air, it is un 
alterable, and does not oxidize or tarnish 
like most common metals, neither cold 
or hot water has any action upon it. 
Sulphuretted hydrogen, the gas which 
so readily tarnishes the silver in house­
holds. does not act on aluminum, 
which is found to preserve its appearance 
under all ordinary 
perfectly as gold does, 
molds it is a soft metal 
and has a density of 
hammered or rolled it
as iron, and its density increases to 2 67, 
jt is therefore a very light metal, 
lighter than glass and only one 
as heavy as silver.

Aluminum is very sonorous, n 
it when struck giving out a very
clear ringing s<>und. It is a good con­
ductor of heat and electricity. Con 
aitlerah’c difficulty was loug experienc­
ed in working the metal for want of a 
suitable solder. that generally used con­
sists oi aluminum, 6 per cent ; copper 4 
per cent ; zinc 90 per cent

This white metal never occurs pure in 
nature, but is abundual in all clays as 
• silicate, formerly one of the most 
costly of metals, it is now becoming 
very cheap by reason of the invention < 
a few years since, oi a process of extra?
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tion by electricity. The metal is valuable 
in the pure state for domestic utensils, 
and alloyed, with copper in excellent 

| bronzee.
It can be cast, rolled and forged, and 

and when certain soldering difficulties 
j are overcome, it will become a serious 
I rival to copper in the form of wire for 
' electrical purposes. Such articles as 
coins, medals, statuettes and many 
other things for which its strength and 
lightness render it particularly suitable, 
have been manufactured from aluminum, 
it is used also for opticals. surgical 
electrical instruments. Aluminum 
and wire may be employed with 
vantage in place of silver wire for 
broidery

Aluminum forms with copper, several 
light, very hard while alloys ; also a 
yellow alloy which though much light­
er than gold, is very similar to it in 
color. This gold like allov, which is 
ordinary aluminum bronze contains 
from 5 to 10 per cent of aluminum, and 
is very strong, was discovered by Dr.

This metal is growing rapidly in pop­
ularity and favor, to the writer it see» is 
that there has never been a time in ¿the 
history of the world when there was 
greater need of the metal aluminum than 
at the present day, which on account oi 
its lightness, strength and durability 
would certainly be an ideal mv.terial out 
of which to manufacture aeroplanes and 
other flying machines ; and it is not 
necessary to call the attention of any of 
the people of Tillamook County to the 
fact that within her borders there lies 
more natural water power than can be 
found in almost any other portion of the 
globe, which could be utilized in gener­
ating electricity for manufacturing such 
metal ; ami this article is written tor the 
purpose ol calling the attention of the 
people of Tillamook City and County 
who have an interest in its welfare to 
start a movement to investigate and de­
termine whether or not Bauxite exists 
in such quantities and cantains such 
percentage of Alumina as would war 
rant our peorle in advertising to the 
world at large the presence ot such 
mineral in order to bring to our county 
the necessary capital to develop such 
resources. A few dollars spent at this 
time in investigating this matter and 
judicious advertising might prove like 
“the bread cast upon the waters*', which 
in due time would return millions ol 
dollars into our treasuries

the. existence of bauxite on the water­
sheds of Tillamook Bay and believes that 
with the unlimited water power "hich 
lies at the door ol Tillamook City, the 
advent of the railroads above mention 
ed, and water highways, Tillamook City 
will be ideally located geographically 
for the manufacture of the metal 
aluminum.

surely rotting away, 
leprosy Is not steady. It lays hold of 
its victim, commits a ravage and then 
lies dormant for an indeterminate pe­
riod. It may not commit another rav­
age for five years or ten years or forty 
years, and the patient may enjoy un­
interrupted good health. Rarely, how­
ever. do these first ravages cease of 
themselves. The skilled surgeon is re­
quired. and the skilled surgeon cannot 
be called in for the leper who Is in 
hiding. For Instance, the first ravage 
may take the form of a perforating ul­
cer In the sole of the foot. When the 
bone Is reached necrosis sets in. If 
the leper Is in biding be cannot be 
operated upon, the necrosis will con­
tinue to eat Its way up the bone of 
the leg, and In a brief and horrible 
time that leper will die of gangrene or 
some other terrible complication. On 
the other hand, if that same leper is 
in Molokai the surgeon will operate 
upon the foot, remove the ulcer, cleanse 
(be bone and put a complete stop to 
(hat particular ravage of the disease. 
A month after the operation the leper 
will t>e out riding on horseback, run­
ning foot races, swimming In the break­
ers or climbing the giddy sides of the 
valleys for mountain apples. And, as 
has been stated before, the disease, Jy- 
Ing dormant, may not again attack him 
for five, ten or forty years.—Jack Lon­
don in Contemporary Review.
