Emest Reyer, the famous French
composer, had a biting wit and a cauns-
tic tongue. Fortune frowned on him
at the beginning of his musical career,
and his first opera, “Erostrate,” was
played only twice. This did not worry
Reyer much, although, as he sald to
the manager, “1 had hoped to see it
played three times at least.”
strate” was rather meanly staged. In
the first act the temple of Ephesus
was supposed to fall and did not. *I
suppose,” sald Reyer, “that they
thought that If the play dropped hard
enough the audience would excuse the
temple!"

disllked. Halanzler had a way of pat-
ronlzing the composer which made him
furious, and he took his revenge one
evening in Brussels. “Slgurd,” after
having had some success In Parls, was
played at the Theatre de ln Monnale In
Brussels and achleved a trlumph. Aft-
er the first performance Reyer gave a
supper, to which he Invited Halanzler,
who was delizhted when the composer,
after a speech in his honor, lifted his
glass and sald, “And now [ wish to
drink to Halangler.” Tlalanzier bowed
and smiled, and Heyer, without mov-
ing a muscle, went on calmly and Im-
perturbably—*“to Halanzler, the one
manager to whom [ owe nothing.”

Reyer was playing one of his compo-
aitiona at a friend’s house when a llttle
girl—he hated children—commenced to
ery and would not be comforted. “For
pity's sake.” erled Reyer furlously,
“put that chlld on a chalr and sit on
her face, one of you!" The erylng child
became some Afteen years later Mme,
Rose Caron, the singer who helped
Reyer to the plnnacle of fame,

It was Ernest Heyer who was the
original perpetrator of the joke with
reference to twins which has been
ascribed to so many people. A friend
of his bad just become the father of two
boys and had them brought In to the
composer. “Charming,” sald Ernest
Reyer nervously—“charming chilldren,”
patting thelr cheeks glogerly with hils
gloved hand, “delightful children real-
ly. Which one are you golng to keep

When he was appointed llbrarian to
the Parls Opera he took his dutlea
very easlly and ns a matter of fact
scarcely ever went to the opera
house. He was fond of telllng the
story of his firat visit to his office. He
went to It one evening at dusk six
years after be had been appointed,
He lost his way and wandered abont
up and down narrow passages and
dark corridors untll he ran up against
a doorkeeper whom be had passed two
or three times already. The man, dis-
trusting the stranger, stopped him and
sald, “Who are you, and where are you
golng?™ Reyer looked him up and
down. “l1 am the llbrarian,” he sald
haughtily, “and I am looking for the
lbrary!™

Oue day a young musician called on
him with a warm letter of introduction
from a mutual friend. Reyer recelved
him and, wineing, asked him to play |
the two pleces which his friend had |
recommended. After the first one had
been performed the planist turned ex-
pectantly to the composer. “What do
you think of that?” he asked. “1 pre-
fer the other one,” sald Reyer, and
the young man left without playing it.
When he was on the stalrs the old
composer leaned over the banisters
and called to him. “Your future ls as
sured, young man,” he sald. *“You
have nearly learned when to stop. But
if you had let me off the first plece
too”— And, chuckling, he went Into
his fiat again,

TRAPPING RABBITS.

The Australian Method of Dealing 'With
the Pests.

Rabbits are the greatest pest the
Australlan pastorallst bas to contend
agalnst. If these rodents are at all
nuieérous on a station property, they
do enormous damage to the grasa, but
the pest 18 kept down to the lowest
possible Hmit In every district of the
commonwenlth at great cost,

The most effective method of deal-
Ing with them Is bereunder explained.

In summer when any water that
might have been Iylng about has been
dried up by evaporation and the grass
has become dry rabblits swarm toward
the tanks, dams or other water holes
that bave been sunk for stock drink-
Ing purposes,

I'astorallsts take advantage of this,
and every evening after the cattle
have partaken of thelr last drink a
strip of wire netting is run around the
tank or dam.

Outside this netting fence holes are
dug In the ground and flled with pol-
soned water, and these In turn are In-
closed by another strand of netting,
regeed down to within a few inches
of the ground, being sheep proof, but
allowing plenty of room for rabbits to
get under,

The rabblts make for the dam; but,
a8 their way Is barred, they drionk at
the polsoned holes, with to them disas-
trous results.
