HOUSES IN FEZ.
Th* Roof« In the Early Evening Are 

Exclusively For Women.
in Fez. tbe capital of Morocco, most 

of the houses consist of several stories, 
eneb being provide.] with a light ve­
randa running round it and connecting 
tbe rooms. Ail the windows and doors 
open out into tbe patio, or courtyard, 
the window openings tn tbe upper ato- 
‘ries being covered with close trellis 
work. All the bouses have fiat roofs, 
with a wall some four to six feet high 
running around, and from 4 p. tn. until 
sunset tbe roofs are given over to tbe 
Ihdies exclusively, wbo can then walk 
about and take tbe fresh air without 
being seeu by any of tbe opposite sex. 
This reservation Is a law which Is 
never broken, aud no man would be 
guilty of belug seeu on bis or on any 
other roof during the forbidden hours. 
Owing to tbe fact that tbe women of 
the bouse are uot allowed to be seeu 
by any other niau than their lord and 
master all domestic offices are situated 
away from tbe bouse proper. In many 
of tbe larger bouses, besides tbe water 
fountains, others playing scent or 
scented water are to be found. Sec­
tions of tbe courtyard also are slightly 
sunk, aud these portions are tilled wltb 
scented oil, which la used to perrutne 
the rooms. The Moors are exception­
ally particular In discarding their foot 
gear before entering a room or cross­
ing a rug or carpet. They even change 
slippers before entering the courtyard 
from tbe street. Thus the houses are 
kept beautifully clean and sweet and 
are not. as many people would suppose, 
musty or close.

Swedish paper, the Svenska Dag 
bladet, thus comments on some of the 
peculiarities of English life and man­
ners.

English cleanliness is much spoken 
of. The Englishman must nave a 
great deal of water to wash with. A 
quantity must be splashed all over the 
room, and In particular there must be 
a great pool near the washstand. 
When an Englishman washes bis face. 
In seventy eight cases out of a hun­
dred be simply takes the water In bis 
hands and blows it nil over the door.

Englishmen are mad over fresh air 
The expression may seem Ironical to 
those who know bow in London one 
does not so much breathe the air as 
swallow it. Tramway car windows 
stand open the whole year round, and 
there is no country like England for 
the prosperity of dealers in cough and 
cold medicines.

Hygiene may appear to be perfect 
in London, but they still say that 
much remains to be done. Spitting is 
not allowed in the parks, at least not 
near the seat. 1 have found that one 
of the cheapest and best places for 
spitting is the British museum, where 
it costs only $10. On the Great East­
ern railway it does not cost more the 
first time, but afterward the price is 
$25 a time, in direct opposition to the 
usual business principles of discount.

Undoubtedly tbe majority of bathers 

who are drowned meet their deaths 
from cramp. Cramp is liable to seize 
anybody at any moment, and when It 
comes In deep water few swimmers 
have sufficient presence of mind to 
turn on their backs and wait quietly 
until the attack has departed. So they 
go under. But there is another danger 
quite as imminent as cramp, though It 
fs probably less known. This is wa­
ter Inhaling. A swimmer or eveD a 
wader Is always Hable to Inhale spray 
through bls nostrils, which, passing 
through the pharynx and behind the 
epiglottis or windpf|>e guard, gets Into 
tbe windpipe and causes death. As 
one would expect, water inhaling is 
almost wholly confined lo tbe sea and 
very rarely occurs In fresli water. All , 
the same, It may happen aoywhere.- 
Excbange.
