Gibbon’s Gr.st History al Romo.
Although the Idea was eoiwelved 

wbeu Gibbon was twenty-seven, be 
was tblrty-uue before be set liliiiaelt 
seriously at work to study bis mate­
rial. At thirty-six he begau tbe com­
position, aud be was tblrty-ulue when, 
Iu February, 1770, tbe first quarto vol­
ume was published. Tbe history bad 
an Immediate success. "My book." be 
wrote, "was on every tsble; tbe his­
torian was crowned by tbe taste or 
fashion of tbe day." Tbe first ealtion 
was exhausted in a few days, a second 
was printed 1776. and next year a 
third. Tbe second and third volume», 
which ended tbe history of tbe west­
ern empire, were publisbed In 1781. 
aud seven years later the three vol­
umes devoted to the eastern empire 
saw tbe light. Tbe last sentence of 
tbe work, written In tbe summer bouse 
at Lausanne, is: “It was among tbe 
ruins of tbe capitol tbat 1 first con­
ceived tbe idea of a work wblcb has 
amused and exercised nearly twenty 
years of my life. Ht»d which, however 
Inadequate to my owu wishes, I fiually 
deliver to tbe curiosity aud candor ot 
tbe public.’’—Scrlbner’B Magazine.
