A LAKE THAT RAN AWAY.
It Changed lh:__F.c. of a Part of
Northern Vermont.

One bundred years ago the sites of
Glover and Barten, In the porthern

| part of Vermont, were mostly swamp

land. A mlll was located by a brook
wlich was fed frow ooe of the large
ponds three or four miles from what
is now the village of Glover. These
mountain ponds or lakes, two or three
miles square, are high up Io the Green
mountalns and are among the most
attractive spots in New England.

On June @ 18510, three men weot
up the brook to see If a little wore
water could be let down to the mill
They removed some earth, when sud-
denly the quicksands gave way, and
they saw that the whole lake was lia-
ble to be upon them

TIDES OF PUGET SOUND.

The Swift and Turbulent Waters cof
the Narrows.

watera of the DArrows Aare
treacherous. It Is o place of terrible
tides. Viewed from the precipitous
shores. (he sarging waters are mag-
nificent. The scene has been compared
with the Hudson above New York
eity. The watera of that part of
Puget sound which extends to Olym-
pla, Mud bay, Shelton and Heoderson
bay. o vast Inland sea within itself,
all flow 1n and out of the narrows.

In the upper reaches of the sound
some twenty-five or thirty miles from
the narrows the tides attaln a helght
of more than twenty feet. When the
tides begin to fall all the accumulated
waler rushes out throngh the narrows
ke a great viver at flood. In like
manner when the tide sets in the dl-
rectlon of Olympia the parrows be-
come a swift and turbulent stream.
Frightful whirlpoola are numerous.
Streams runoiog powerfully In con-
trary directions sirike and the water
balls

Large steambonts struck.by the con-
trary currents groan and creak and
sway under the strain. This belng so,
it {8 no wonder that small craft often
overturn in the parrows. A whirlpool
has been known to selze a rewboat and
twist it round and round until the
rowers almost despalred of coming out
allve. It 18 a marvelously beautiful
water with all its terrors. and hun-
dreds and thousands will continue to
find ploasure there, notwithstanding
its occasional trigedies. The rumble
of the tides whep running at full Is
like the distant runfble of the ocean,
The terrors of the sed are an element
of its charm, and so It Is with the ter
rors of the narrows.—Thcoma Ledger.
