Tract of Land for Play

. Thomas Gilford Stillwell has made

the city a gift of four and a half 
acres of land situated west of the 
school house in Stillwell’s addition, 
which is to be improved and used 
as a play ground for the pupils at­
tending the district school. This is 
something that the city and the dis- 
trict was greatly in need of, and the 
generous gift will not only be ap­
preciated by the pupils but by the 
citizens as well, for it is a valuable 
acquisition to the city.

On Tuesday afternoon the pupils 
of the public school assembled at 
the school house, and after Mayor 
Coatee had explained to them the 
nature of the gift, they marched to 
the ground, where County Surveyor 
Schrader staked it off. The princi­
ple conditions in the deed are :

Thomas Gilford Stillwell deeded 
four and one half acres in Stillwell 
addition, to be set aside, used and 
known and designated as the 
Gilford School Children’s Park, 
giving the control and management 
of the same in the hands of a Child­
ren’s Park Board, and the grantor 
appointed the first members of the 
board as follows: Harriet Ford, for 
the term of one year; Carl A. Patzlaf, 
two years; Thomas Coates, three 
years. Any vacancy occuring on the 
board to be filled by appointment by 
theMayor of TillamookCity, provided 
such appointment shall always be 
approved by at least one of the re­
maining members of the board. The 
board shall have the exclusive care 
and management of the Park, and 
the maintenance thereof, and at all 
times said Park shall be used ex­
clusively for the games, pastimes, 
recreation, amusements and enjoy­
ment of the school children of the 
school district or district in which . 
the said Tillamook City, Oregon, is 
located, and for no other purpose. 
The land is to be used, improved 
and beautified at the expense of the 
public, and by donations if any 
under the supervision of the Board 
and Tillamook City.
