Flag Proportions.
In the United States flag tbe width 

of a stripe Is invariably bulf tbe length 
in Inches of the flag’s longest measure 
ment. For example. In a flag ten feet 
long tbe stripes should be five lncbee 
wide. Accordingly tbe flag would have 
a width of five feet Are Inches, or thir­
teen times five Inches. Tbe field 
should be of navy blue buntlug meas­
uring seven stripes deep and extending 
two-fifths across tbe length of tbe flag. 
There should be forty-six stars on tbe 
fleld. arranged In six rows, beginning 
with elgbt. tbe two middle rows hav­
ing eight and tbe last row elgbt and 
tbe other rows seven. Tbe else of tbe 
star at Its widest measurement should 
be soeb that one-half of its own width 
will separate It from tbe next star. 
Flags may be made io all sizes, but 
tbe above proportions should be pre­
served. -Philadelphia Press.
