Comets and the Weatbor. l
John Henry Fome, in recent news-
paper article on the supposed in-]
fluence of comets on the weather,
says:
“Unfortunately science has not
been able to dispose soeasily of the |
belief that comets affect our weath-
er, and just to ascertain whether
there might be any similarity be-
tween the present unusual weather
and that of the winter of 835.36,
when Halley's comet made its last
visit, the writer discovered a re-
murkable coincidence. The winter
of 1835-30 was the coldest recorded
since 1825, and it was preceded by a
very mild fall. The temperature of
January, 1836, was 5§ degrees below
normal, that of Eebruary 9 degrees
below normal and that of March 4
degrees below normal, The preci-
pitation of January alone was con-
siderably more than the normal
precipitation of January, and Feb-
ruary together. There is this diff-
erance, however: During January,
February and March of 1830
Halley's comet waa retreating from
the sun; during the corresponding

months of the present year the
comet will continue to approach
the sun.

““As a futher item of interestl |
find among my notes the remarks of

an old man nearly 80 years old,
some time ago. He said: The
winter of 1835.36 was the coldest |
ever experienced. In early Jan-

uary it snowed for three days and
was nearly 3 feet deep on the
level. This was succeded by a cold
snap of great severity; birds per-
ished by the thousands, cattle froze
te'death in their stables,
were frozen to the bottom and sanow
lingered in the woods until summer.
“The pregent reign of cold and
anow is widespread., Reports] from
all over the country indicate un-
usual severity; ice houses are al
ready filled to barsting capacity.
Whether the advent of Halleyv's
comet has anything to do with the
atress of weather or not is a ques-
tion open to discussion; but the
coincidence between I85-36 and
1900-10 is at least remarkable and
meteorologists may say something
about it later.”’
