ful Holstein Cow. Missouri 
Chief, Josephine.

Dialed and trained for a milking 
teat to extend over a period of 36 
consecutive days, Missouri Chief 
Josephine, an eight year old Hol­
stein dutrvcow owned by the Agri­
cultural college of the University 
ofMissoura, has already annexed 
the state championship and is now 
ranked within four of the world’s 
record, which is the object of the 
milking test ahc is now being put 
through. Josephine weighs 1,300 
lamnds and produces 103 pounds 
of milk a day for ten days, or 
nearly her own weight. Her high­
est mark in one day was llOJf 
peunda of milk. This is the equal 
of 13 gallons. The average con­
sumer of milk in cities uses two 
thirds of a pint per day. Josephine 
wouid supply a hotel with 105 
Loaders if she produced thirteen 
gallons a day.

To produce 13 gallons of milk in a 
day she drinks twelve 3 gallon 
pails of water, or about 
pounds of water heated 
perature of 70 degrees 
winter. She is fed 20
alfalfa hay, 15 jtounds of corn 
silage, and 21 jiounds of grains, 
including corn, bran, linseed meal,
