The 
world’s record for butter-fat is held 
by the Holstein Colantfia, fourths 
Johanna, with 99H.20 lb. butter-fat 
one year. But their are other facts 
favoring the Holstein. She gives 
the greater profit in skim milk, that 
is worth, as the trials of several ag­
grumiti! ral,stations, show ¡lOc.JlOOIb., 
if fe<i to pigs with some mill feed. 
The Holstein'« milk is preferable 
for infants amt invalids to the 
fatter milk of the Alderneys (Jer­
seys and Guetnscya), aa it is more 
digestible because the fatjglobulea 
are smaller.

The Holstein cows are of more 
quiet disposition than tbe nervous 
Jerseys, a circumstance that may 
fiave some importance with aome 
dairymen.

One fact, im|>ortant already, but 
growing in importance, as we are 
fast approaching European condi­
tion» of high priced meat—ia thia, 
that the Holstein cow ia the beat of 
the dairy breeds aa a producer of 
veal and steers, ami that a Holstein 

■ cow, that is not good or spoiled or 
i too old as a milker, may be belter 
j for the block than a cow of the 
: other dairy breed».

The increase in weight during 
the milking jieriod is greater with 
the Holstein titan with the Jersey. 
<St. Louie Exp. I The only breed 
used for milk in Europe tteaidea 
the breeds indlgnous to the differ 
ent countie» ia the Holsteins. Jer­
seys are kept sometimes in parts 
for their deerlike apftearance.

Tftere is one prominent reason 
why the Tillamook dairyman 
should unite in keeping only one 
breed, that can only toe the Hol­
stein. Thia ia tho good profit» that 
coutil tw made by the sale of grade 
and purebred animals as shown toy

President Tuft’« pardon of Oliver 
Spitzer looks like an effective move 
against the "men higher up” in the 
HUgar trust who are accused of 
frauds on the government. Spitzer, 
who waa the superintendent of 
dock* at the Havetneyer and Elder 
refineries in the Williamsburg dis­
trict of New York City, was sen­
tenced last February to two yearn 
in 'the Alantic Penitentary on the 
charge of participation in the 
conspiracy by the trust to cheat 
the government by underweight« of 
sugar imports, but has been par­
doned after nerving three month*. 
The pardon was granted under the 
condition that he appear against 
his former asaociate*.

Naturally the accused person* in 
the trial in New York were startled 
at the advent of Spitzer as n wit­
ness against them. His pardon 
waa a secret, which was known 
only to a few persona, and they did 
not divulge it till he entered the 
courtroom ua one of the agenta for 
prosecution. Attorney General 
Wickersham believes he can make 
u strong case againat the trust now, 
and if that combine haa done the 
things which have been charged 
against it they ought to be brought 
forth proinply under the present 
conditions. It ap|>ears that Spitzer 
hail no promise of pardon when 
making the confession in the 
Penitentiary a week ago. Com 
punctions of conscience and 
the possibility of liberation 
pelled him to confess. Thus 
story which he lias juat told in 
court, and the story whicit he is 
tiooked still to tell, are expected to 
have a good deaf of weight in the 
prosecution.

If Spitzer's testimony is corrobo­
rated that he called the attention 
of the Wall street headquarters of 
th* trust to the frauds which were 
tiring |>er|ietrated, the chances of 
placing the men "higher up” I e- 
hind the liars look promising. If 
the frauds were on anything like 
the scale which haa tieen charged, 
the lending officials of the combina­
tion must have known almut them. 
It lia« lieen said by the prosecution 
that the government lias been 
cheated out of millions of revenue 
by thi« conspiracy. The depart­
ment of Justice ought to tie aide to 
make out a strong case through 
the aid which Spitzer «Linds ready 
to bring it. The head« of the trust 
may I* presumed to view with alarm 
the net which in being woven 
around them if the revelation« 
which have juat l>een made are 
authentic. The Penitentiary col­
onic« of banker« and otliercsptains 
of industry may get a _ large re en­
forcement in the next few months.
