MARCO POLO’S BOOK.
It Gavs Columbus ths Idas For His 

Voyage of Dieoovsry.
Mediaeval (Europe knew but very lit­

tle of eastern aud northeastern Asia. 
Many of the most learued cosmogra 
phers of the Huie taught that Asia 
stretched eastward Indefinitely, and no 
oue Imagbied that It had an eastern 

i coast washed by the ocean. It was se­
riously taught that eastern Asia was a

The Ancisnt Story of the ’’Bloody Ksnd 
of Ulotor.”

The emblem of the Ulster steamship 
hue Is a huge red hand, from the 
wrist of which la flowiug drops of 
blood. Au Sttielal of one of the ves­
sels of the Hue gave thia explanation 
of the queer device:

"It was lu the early day» of Irelaud. 
when James 1. wus king and wlieu 
Ireland was divided luto four prov- 
iuves. that the king of Ulster died. 
He had two sous, who were devoted 
to each other aud who at the time of 
their father's death were ou the isle of 
Aaron. Siotlauil. lu those days the 
eldest sou did not always succeed the 
father ou the throne.

••They were brave lads, these two 
sous of the yld king, and upon learn­
ing of Hie death of their father each 
planuetl to race across the channel aud 
)>e the first to place lit» band upon the 
soil of Autriiu aud thus become king 
of all the uortb.

“With eight uien each they started 
off from Mnllcautry. On nearing the 
shores of the Isles the youngest prince, 
whose tiame wus Neill, seeing that his 
brother was in a fair way to become 
king, drew his sword, placed his left 
baud ou the side of the boat aud cut It 
off nt the wrist.

“Quickly seizing the dripping hand, 
lie threw it ou shore and thus wou the 
crown. Since that time, it is told, the 
bloody hand of Ulster has led to vic­
tory ou many a hard fought Held as 
emblem ou the shields of the young 
king and tils followers. Ulster's name, 
whether In trade or war or sport or 
on n steamship line. Is known by this 
sign.”—Philadelphia Norib American.

HEIGHT OF ELEPHANTS.
In the Majority of Cases It Is Undsr 

Eight Feet.
The nveragc term or an elephant's 

life, although there la no precise Infor­
mation on the point, is seventy or 
eighty years. The elephant Is not In 
full vigor and strength till thirty-five. 
The moat ready way of formlug an 
approximate Idea of the age la by I be 
amount of turnover of the upper edge 
of the ear. lu young aiilniuls. some­
times up to the age of eight or nine 
years, the edge Is quite straight. It, 
however, then begin« to turn over, and 
by the time the arlmal la thirty the 
edges lap over to the extent of an Inch, 
and between this age aud sixty this 
Increases to two inches or slightly 
more.

Extravagant Ideas are held as to 
the height of au elepbaut. Such a 
thlug as au elephant measuring ten 
feet at the shoulder does not exist in 
India or Burma. Sanderson, an ad­
mitted authority on the subject, said 
the largest male he ever met with 
measured nine feet ten lucbes nud the 
tallest female eight feet Ove Inches. 
The uinjorlty of elephants, however,
■ re below eight feet, and an animal 
rarely reaches nlue feet, the female 
being slightly shorter than the male. 
The carcass of an elephant seven feet 
four Inches tall weighed tu portions 
gave a total weight of 3.600 pounds, so 
an elephant weighing two tons should 
bo common enough. The skin was
■ bout three-fourths of an inch thick.
