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It waa with much surprise and re­
gret that the citizens heard of the 
suicide of George Bennett on Friday 
evening, who had shot himself in 
the head attbe Tillamook Creamery 
with fatal results. The suicide was 
not only a surprise, but it came as 
a shock to the whole community, for 
Bennett was a man who was well 
known and reepecte 1 in the city. It 
ssems that Bennett was worried 
over some trivial mistakes he had 
made in putting too much acid in 
the cheese, and taking several 
drinks of liquor he went home and 
told his wife that he was going to 
commit suicide. She tried to take 
the revolver away, but did not suc­
ceed. In her effort to do so she told 
her husband he would hurt the 
child, when Bennett replied that he 
would not hurt the child nor liis 
wife. Some neighbors tried to reason 
and pacify him, but did not succeed. 
Soon after he hurried to the Tillt- 
niook- Creamery, where he was eirt- 
ployed as cheese maker, and shot 
himself in the temple. He was car­
ried to his home, but his head 
was so frightfully injured that he 
died at nine o'clock the same even­
ing. Dr. Hawk held an inquest on 
the body and the jury brought in a 
verdict of temporary insanity.

Deceased belonged to the Oddfel­
lows’ lodge in this city, and they 
took charge of the burial on Tues­
day, which was one of the saddest 
funerals witnessed in this city for a 
long time. Deceased leaves a wife 
and one child, and Mrs. Bennett 
feels moat keenly the rash act of her 
husband, for they had always lived 
most happily together and were 
devoted one to another. There is no 
truth whatever in the report that 
Bemiett had committed suicide on 
account of family trouble. T/ieonly 
trouble that had occurred between 
them was when Mrs. Benuett tried 
to take the revolver away from him.

Bol­
ling drove tlie animal from the brush 
towards a creek as Buchanan was 
going up. Buchanan chased the 
bear through the brush and over a 
number otlogs, taking several shots 
at it every time it appeared. Bolting 
was above the creek, standing on 
some logs considerably above the 
creek and facing, but to the right of 
Buchanan. Bolting commenced 
firing down in the direction of the 
bear as Buchanan came up the creek, 
when the latter said to Bolting, “Let 
him bide to me ; I’ll get him.” And 
taking another shot, ti.e bullet pass­
ed through the neck of ttie animal

Boy Drowned in the Trask River.
Clark Smith, a son of Ike Smith, 

who works at the Tillamook Lum­
ber Manufacturing Co.'s saw mill in 
this city, was drowned in the Trask 
river on Tuesday evening. He went 
swimming in the river that evening 
with hie brother George, and Clark, 
who was only six years of ago, went 
out of liis depth and commenced to 
drown. His brother went to hie ae- 
sietance, but finding that he could 
not get him out, George ran home to 
hie parents and informed them that 
Clark was iu Hie river drowning. 
Mr. Smith immediately went to his 
son’s assistance,who was still float­
ing when he reached the river. No 
time was lost in getting the boy out 
of the water, but much to the sur­
prise of the father life was extinct, 
although a gallant effort was made 
for several hours to bring life again 
to the helpless body.

Mrs. Smith also bad a closecall of 
being drowned. In her hurry to 
cross the river to go to the assist­
ance ot her son, she slipped off 
the rack heap she was crossing and 
fell into the water. Her son George 
was with her, and seeing that 
mother could not get out and 
in danger of drowning, he ran 
mediately to his father, who
endeavoring to resueitate Clark. 
Mr. Smith hurried to hie wife’s 
assistance, and did not arrive any 
too soon to eave her life,for she was 
about exhausted when pulled from

UNCLE SAM’S DOCTORS,
Rank and Pay of Physician, In th 

Government Service.
Uncle Satu employs more than 1.0# 

physicians.
These doctors are pretty evenly Of 

vlded between the medical corps of th 
army, the medical corps of the uq, 
tbe marine hospital and the pubte 
health service. Tbe complete arnj 
medlcnl corps Includes 444 medical of­
ficers hi addition to the medical re­
serve corps, tbe hospital curpn, th 
uurse corps and tbe dental corps. TA 
medical corps embraces "a surge« 
general with tbe rank of brigadierp, 
eral. 14 colonels, 105 majors and 3# 
captains or first lieutenants, with th 
rank, pay and alluwasn-es of officers ot 
corresponding grades In tbe caralty 
arm of Ibe service.’-

Tbe pay of doctors is interesting 
The lowest rank held by medical * 
fleers Is that of first lieutenant. Th 
medical lieutenant gets $2.000 per a» 
num, or {lUti.Utl monthly. At the end 
of three years he Is promoted to cap­
tain and receives $2.400 a year. Inti» 
years be receives an Increase of 10ps 
cent, or five years' service, making 
$2.(140, or $220 per month. After ta 
years' service the pay would be $2M 
or $240 |>er month. The pay attached 
to the rank of major la $3.000 per year, 
which, with 10 per cent added forced 
five yours' service, becomes $3.1100 alt 
er ten years' service. $3.900 after fif­
teen years' service and $4.000 «tier 
twenty years’ service. The monthly 
pay of lieutenant colonel, colonel and 
brigadier general is $375. $410.06 and 
$500 respectively.
