School Building will be Over- 
crowdcd---Another Large 

Building Required.
The public school will convene 

in this city on the 11th September, 
and as the school was crowded last 
year, indications are that there will 
not be enough room to accommo­
date the pupils as there are more 
children of school age in the city 
than when the school 'closed last 
spr.ng. It was thought that the 
Board would have built a new 
school house near the Stillwill Park 
Play Grounds, as that appeared to 
to be the understanding at the last 
specal school meeting. However, 
some arrangements will have to be 
made soon to accommodate the in­
creasing number of pupils attend­
ing the public school. A few years 
ago, when the present building was 
being erected, some of our citizens 
thought it would be a long number 
of years before there would be suffi­
cient children in the city to fill the 
sihool building, but the indications 
are that in a year or so another eight 
room school building will not be 
large enough, and it will require 
three buildings of the size of the 
present building to uieet the re­
quirement of the school district, 
and for that reason it seems to us 
that, to start, with a good building 
should be erected near the Park, 
mid later, another eight room build­
ing should be erected on the East 
part cf the city. All available space 
in the present school building was 
occupied lust terms, cloak rooms ' 
and partitions being torn out to1 
make more room, and as it is im­
possible to crowd more pupils into 
that building, no time should be 
lost in coming to some under­
standing as what is best to be done 
under the circumstances.
