The 
navvy's suggestion bad proved a good 
one A patent was secured and an 
agreement made between the navvy, 
the manufacturer and the contractor. 
When the navvy died he left a fortune 
of over £65.000, the proceeds from roy­
alties on the manufacture of shovels 
under his patent—Pearson's Weekly.
