Icebergs from Greenland are carried

travel right down the coast of Labra.

It is only the largest
bergs that reach the middie of the At
lantic before they disappear. On one
occasion a berg, 100 feet in helght and
nearly 200 feet in breadth, was found
In latitude 88 degrees 40 minutes, or
pearly in a lne with soutbern Spaln
Generally speaking, icebergs travel at
the rate of three to five miles an hour.
They are carried forward entirely by |
the strength of the current. The dls- |
tance they cover ls enormous. Thou |
sands do not get farther than the const |
of Labrador, where they hecowe
stranded. As they have come from the |
Greenland glaciers they have then cov.
ered at least 1,800 miles, while those
