Sea Water.
Sea water Is a complicated mixture 

of a great variety of substances 
Roughly speaking. It consists of IMIH 
per cent of fresh water plus 3M per 
cent of mineral salts. Three-fourths 
of these salts are chloride of sodium, 
or common table salt, and tbe next 
largest constituent is chloride of mag 
neslum. After these come sulphate 
of magnesium, sulphate of lime, aul 
pbate of potash, bromide of magne­
sium and carbonate of lime. In add! 
tlon to these substances sea water 
contains minute quantities of quite a 
variety of elements. Including Iodine, 
phosphorus and arsenic. It also con 
tains aome silver, copper, tine. nickel, 
cobalt. Iron and gold. There la said 
to be 2 cents' worth of gold In every 
pailful of sea water, but as yet no 
body has found a way to extract it 
Copper and sine are found in aome 
seaweeds, and certain species of coral 
la tbree-mllliootbs silver.
