Ths Divers Are Practically Slaves ef 
the Boat Masters.

Bombay, noted for its pearl markets. 
Is not a pearl producer, though the 
gems are bought they* for shipment 
to all pqrts of the world. The pearls 
sold in llouilK.y come from the Bahrein 
islands, a small archipelago on the 
western side of the Persian gulf, 
which, although adjacent to territory 
under the control of Turkey, is gov­
erned by an inde|>eudeut sheik under 
special British protection, ttie British 
government maintaiulug u political 
agent there.

Of this group of Islands only those 
of Bahrein aud Maharak are of auy 
size. Their importance, however, is 
out of ull proportion to their extent, 
for they are the great center of the 
I'ersiau gulf pearl tisheries, w hich are 
the world’s chief source of supply for 
pearls. ‘The sheik of Bahrein is said 
to nave a customs revenue amount­
ing to about S400.1KM) per year, which 
makes him the richest ruler In the 
Persian gulf. The pearl tisheries un­
der his control may iu a good year 
bring to his Islands us much as $2.- 
500.000.

It is difficult for newcomers to ob­
tain the services of good divers owing 
to the system In vogue, which prac­
tically makes this class of men slaves 
to the masters of the pearling boats 
The men's earnings in the majority of 
cases are insutticleut to keep tlieui all 
the year round, and consequently they 
take advances from their masters year 
after year to such an extent that they 
<an never repay their debt. When a 
divei elects to engage himself to an­
ol net boat the owner of the latter has 
to pay

The roadfund will receive from taxes 
from levy made to $2,823.47.

This does not take account of tax 
levy for water fund or fur library pur­
poses which are turned over to the 
parties handling those funds. It ap­
pears however, from the report of the 
water commission that the sinking 
fund for water bonds as increased 
from $17,805.32 to $26,014.45, and the 
cashon hand has increased from $672- 
21, to $1,931-37.

The adoption of an amendment to 
the charter authorizing a bond issue 
to take up the outstanding warrants 
and provide for the current expenses 
of the year 1914, permits the floating 
indebtedness to be taken care of in 

■ this way. We are assured that the 
bonds can be placed at par, and prob­
ably at a better figure, and I re-

• comend that bids be advertised for
• without delay for this purpose. The 
city has been subject to some litiga­
tion on account of warrant issued to 
the Warren Construction Co., in pay­
ment for the storm sewer, but with 
placing of the bond issue as indicated, 
this matter can be settled without 
any further expense to the city.

I Among other matters whichdemand 
attention during the present year, 

, there will be the opening of streets 
; between Thayer’s and Miller’s Addi­
tion, the property owners affected 
being desirous of having this done, 
and the amendments to the charter 
permitting the benefits ofsuchmatters 
to be charged to the adjoining prop­
erty owners, this matter can now be 
attended to without cost to the city 
as a whole, and action along that line 
should be taken during the year.
