The Highway Commission has gone 
on record on this score. Unless con­
tractors are reasonable in their bids, 
the Commission has announced that 
it will install a paving plant and go 
into the business itself.

Dear Sir.—On March 1, 1917, asses- 

sment notices were sent you showing 
what you were indebted to this com­
pany for fire losses amounting to 
$13.18, and as I have not received 
your check for same will call your at­
tention to the following facts;

T hat the object of this receivership 
is to collect enough money to pay off 
fire losses which occurred while yofi 
were a member of this company. For 
this purpose the Honorable Circuit 
Judge Department 3 of the Circuit 
Court of the State of Oregon, for 
Multnomah County instructed and 
authorized me to make an assessment 
amounting to $11,238.08.

Altogether I am assessing about 
3,3000 policy holders to pay off eight 
different fires, part of which occurred 

while your policy was in force and 
during the period from November 13, 
1912, to Sept. 5, 1915.

The expiration or cancellation of a 
policy does not release a member of 
a Mutual Fire Company from Liabil­
ity for his proportion of fires that oc­
curred while his policy was in force 
as will be shown by the following 
Supreme Court decision of the state 
of Michigan:

‘‘Where the charter of a mutual fire 
insurance company provides that “any 
member may withdraw at any time by 
surrendering his policy and paying 
his proportion of all assessments to 
which this company is liable at the 
time of his withdrawal.” A member 
cannot, by withdrawing and paying 
all assessments made against him at 
that time, avoid liability for his pro­
portion of losses incurred in previous 
years for which the company was 
liable at the time of his withdrawal 
but which had not been assessed, E. 
& B. Farmers Mutual vs. Otto 96 
Mich. 558-97 Mich. 522—56 N. W. 88 
N' 755-

A mutual company cannot allow 
policy holders to withdraw from the 
company and release them from lia­
bility for losses, Detr. Manuf. Mutual 
hire Ins. Co. vs Merrill 101 Mich. 
393-59 N. W. 661.

Where a member of a Mutual In­
surance Company, surrenders his 
policy, and it is agreed by the com­
pany that it shall lie cancelled, the in­
sured from that time, ceases to be a 
member and although liable to assess­
ments which accrued while he was a 
member, is not liable for debts con­
tracted after the surrender of his pol­
icy. Akers vs Hite 94 l’oc. 394-39 Am. 
Rep. 792.”

In arriving at each policy’s propor- 
ion of a certain fire the following 
actors were taken into consideration.

1. Only those policies that were in 
force at the time of the fire occurred 
were assessed for that particular fire.

2. T he amount of the policy was 
then multiplied by

3. the rate that particular policy 
carried and the result of this calcula­
tion was multiplied by two which 
made a total of two standard Insur­
ance Premiums which is in accord­
ance with by-laws No. 8 of each 
policy.

4. These total« were then added to­
gether and the amount of the Fire 
loss proportioned to each policy.

As the first fire occurred Nov, 23, 
1912, and the Statute of Limitation 
is six years in this State you can be 
held liable for the amount of the 
hove assessment.
Please give this your immediate at­

tention so that the necessity of a 
second assessment may be avoided.
