The bulls represented some of th<- 
best blood lines of the breed, and 
will make their mark 111 the county in 
the next few years. \\ alter May Kos 
of Walter Maple No. 382560 is out ot 
Lily du Bas ill, a granddaughter o 
Governor of the Chene, with a record 
of 13804 lbs milk and 684 lbs. iat. 
His sire Rose of Centerville is by 
Mars of Woodcrest, the sire oi Alay 
Rilma, one time champion over all 
breeds with 19673 lbs milk and 1073.4 
lbs fat. The sire’s dam is by the 
great bull Alay Rose King, and has a 
record of 10768 lbs milk and 555-8 lbs. 
f lit . — - . j 1

Rex’s Dictator of Maple Hill is 
another bull of Alay Rose breeding. 
His sire, Rex of Rich Neck, is out oi 
Bloomfield Pandora, with 757 ^s fat 
and the only cow of the breed with a 
750 lb record and 2 daughters with 
750 lb records. His dam is by Lang­
water Hays Rosie's King of the Ala> 
by King ot the Alay out of Lang­
water Hayes Rosie. 1 he dam is now 
on test and promises to make over 
500 lbs fat, freshening at 23 months 
of age. She has several sisters with 
over 500 tb two-year old records.

King Noble of C. C. harms and 
Freda’s Noble of Jean DuLulli both 
combine the blood of Alay Rose and 
Golden Noble 11 and their seven 
nearest tested dams average close to 
700 lbs. fat. They are both excellent 
type and should make great show 
bulls.

Broad Ripples Lord Yeksa is out of 
Kate of Sunny Valleey with a 562 
tbs. three-year old record. She is now 
on retest and promises to make over 
700 tbs. The second dam, Lord \ ek- 
sa’s Kate, has a 490 tb. record, and is 
half sister to Yeksa Tops of Gold’s 
Fannie, with 981 lbs. fat. The sire is 
iristons Douglas, who has two sis­
ters with over 710 lbs. fat.

Broad Ripple's Sunny Boy is a 
double grandson of Beauty Eagle, I 
with 16144 ’6s. milk and 846.3 lbs. 
fat, at 10 years of age, and Westmore­
land, an imported bull of great show 
type. The dam of this- bull is now on 
test as a two-year-old, and making a 
fine record.

This stock was brought into the 
county by the County Guernsey Club 
as a foundation stock for the would- 
be breeders. Mr. Durrer, president of 
the club and Mr. Jones, County Ag­
ricultural Agent, selected it from the 
herds of W isconsin, and it was sold 
soon after its arrival here. The Club 
is not in the game to make money, 
and the surplus will be used for the 
development of the breed in the 
county, the exact scheme to be work­
ed out later. Tillamook County ex­
pects to make its livestock just as 
famous as it’s cheese, and it is going 
at it in the right way.

Moving an Army.

Some idea of the adequacy 
equipment of the railroads 
Vnited States for the movement of 
troops may be obtained from the 
statement prepared by Lieutenant 
Colonel Chauncey R Bnker of the 
quartermaster corps. Vnited States 
army and distributed to the railroads 
of the country by the special com­
mittee on national defense of the 
American Railway association

To move one field army of 80,000 
men, consisting of three infantry’di­
visions, one cavalrv division and a 
brigade, technically known as a 
bngate of field army troops—troops 
auxiliary to the infantry and cavalrv 
divisions—requires a total of 6229 
cars, made up into 366 trains with as 
many locomotives. These 6229 cars 
w-ould be made up of 2115 passenger 
3»i baggage. io$5 box. 1899 stock and 
775 flat cars..

This quantity of equipment repre­
sents .7 of t per cent of the locomo­
tives owned bv American railroads. 
4-2 per cent of their passenger cars 
and .2 of t per cent of their freight 
equipment.—American Industries.
