"Tree trunks cut from Nova Scotia 
forests were moved on wooden rollers 
to one of the harbors, where the logs 
were piled In layers mid bound to­
gether with twisted wire rope. The 
raft was to be taken to a lumber mill 
on New York harbor, where the logs 
were to be eut into timber for building 
purposes. To haul ’he r»;, while on 
tlie sea, one end of a heavy wire rope 
was fastened to its bow. the other was 
secured to tile rear deck id' a steam 
tugboat. It started on its ocean jour­
ney, but never reached it- destination, 
for 11 gale of wind sprang up. the tow 
lag rope parted, amt the raft drifted 
out to sea. Later, some of the logs 
were found washed ashore uu the Nor­
wegian coast.

“In tlie Northwest the transportation 
of lumber in rafts Is very extensive. 
They are of enormous dimensions, In 
Bhago closely resembling a cigar, hav­
ing its greatest number at the middle 
and tapering to a point at both ends. 
While these rafts are of varying sizes, 
the smallest usually contains at least 
five thousand pieces of limber, ranging 
from 80 to 110 feet In length and from 
two to nearly five feet In diameter st 
the butt.

“Consequently, some of the rafts 
made in this peculiar fashion nre near­
ly as long as the largest transatlantic 
liners, measuring no less than 650 feet 
from end to end.”

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Effect of War on Trade.
It would be impossible to give in de­

tail the effect of the European war on 
American trade, but partial statements 
show the approximate effect on some 
branches of trade. Thus it appears 
that during the first 20 months of war 
our exports of articles used expressly 
for war purposes amounted to $1,092,- 
582,249. The smallest shipments were- 
in the opening month of the war. Aug- 
ust, 1914, w hen such exports amount­
ed to only $8,551,011 and Increased al­
most steadily up to March, 1916, when 
the total was $114.326,426. For the 
20 months the exports of explosives 
amounted to $166.159,515; gunpowder. 
$104,005,785; cartridges, $40.308.617; 
dynamite, $3,211,073; commercial au­
tomobiles, $82.667.125; mules. $30.02«,- 
591; horses, $125,241,206; nirplnnes. 
$7,401,707; firearms, $20.140,981; mis­
cellaneous iron and steel. Including 
empty shells, $111,603.316; rubber, in­
cluding auto tires, $38,858.768; barbed 
anti plain wire. $44,4X5,385.
