Gasoline Boiling Points tell the Story 
------o • ■

Contrary to the «pinion held by a 
great many people, the real value of 
gasoline Is not shown by the old- 
fashioned gravety test. This test tells 
nothing about the vaporizing and 
combustive qualities of the fuel, as 
has been pointed out by the Nation­
al Bureau of Standards at Washing, 
ton. Only the boiling point test is 
really efficient.

Bolling points, of course, mean 
exactly what the words say. That is, 
they.are points on the thermometer 
at which a liquid will begin to boll. 
The reason why boiling points are 
the test of good gasoline would seem 
to be puzzling. A little thought, 
however, will make It plain. For a 
cold engine to start quickly the gaso­
line must vaporize at a low temper­
ature. This vaporization point is, of 
course, the same as the boiling point. 
To get quick and smboth accelera­
tion somewhat higher boiling points 
are necessary and for fujl power and 
long mileage the fuel must have still 
higher boiling points.'

Combustion 
starts with the lowest and flashes on 
through the uniform chain from low 
to high with the result that there Is
