dignation over the offensive utter­
ances of the president in his painful­
ly maladroit letter to Senater Hitch-

; cock. Particular and emphatic excep­
tions are taken to the following para­
graph:

"Article 10 represents the renun­
ciation by Great Britian and Japan, 
by France and Italy, of the old pre­
tensions to political conquest and 
territorial aggrandizement. It must 
not lie forgotten, senator, that this 
article constitutes a renunciation of 
wrong ambition on the part of the 
powerful nations with whom we were 
associated tn the war. It Is by no 
means certain that without this ar­
ticle any such renunciation will take 
place. Militaristic ambitions and im­
perialistic policies are by no means 
dead, even in the counsels of the na­
tions whom we most trust and with 
w horn we most desire to be associat­
ed in the tasks of peace. Throughout 
the sessions of the conference in Par­
is it was evident that a 
party, under the most 
leadership, was seeking 
cendency in the counsels 
They were defeated then, but are in 
control now."
