A meeting of the Tillamook
Creamery Assoclation was held this
week, when the following proceed-
ing were had. The meeting was
called to order by Wm., Maxwell,
President. Twepty-four directors
were present, only one absent,

Report of inspector F. W. Chriat-
enson was read showing that of
11,276 triplets, 2,090 six lb. Young
Americas, 1,683 three lb.Gems and
2,456 Longhorns made in November,
39 triplets and 29 young Americas
were second. The report of Depuiy
Dairy and Food Commissioner Tin-
nerset, showed 63 inspections, 4 fac-
tories and 59 dalries, Highest acore,
79.4; lowest score, 31; average,
68.3. A motion made and carried
that sixty percent of stock subserip-
tion be collected. Minutes of last
meeting read and approved. By-laws
were amended as follows:

“That the annual stockholders
meeting of .this company be held on
the second Wedpesday of February
aach year, commencing this year,
and that Directors meeting in Feb-
ruary be held the second Wednesday
in February each year."”

‘DURANT PROSPERITY SPECIAL

Speeding from New Yook to the
Pacific Coast is the la._est ship-
uen. of ome commodity ever taken
ceivse the contiment, It consists of
50% automobiles shipped in a single
trainload of 100 steel reight cars
from the Durant Motor Co. of New
York to Earl C, Anthony Ine. of
Lios Angeles, Calif. Attention to
this unusual shipment was called
today by Ray Grate of the Southern
Pacific Commpany, over which the
auto tralp Is being reuted,

In addition to being a record
transcontinental shipment, thie
“Durant Prosperity Speeial” is the
largest single delivery of automo-
biles ever made to a retail dealer.
Bhe train 1s routed through Chica-
go Couneil Bhluffs, Ogden and Rose-
vilke, Calif.

The train is nearly a mile long
and the Dprant Motor Co. places a
value of $335,660 on the shipment.
This is the fourth big trainload
from tle Durant plant at New
York in a month via the Southern
Pacific, in addition to daily smaller
shipmeénts that have absorbed the
plant’s production of 75 cars a day.

The New York plant was the first
of five big factories in the Durant
«Group, organized less than a year
ago to get into quantity production.
Plants at Lansging, Mich.,” and Mun-
che, Ind., went into production In
