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A WORD TO BARENTS

Many parents feel that the en­
trance of their children into the 
high school marks the conclusion of 
their own association with Parent- 
Teacher organizations.

The more difficult problems of 
youth do not begin aggressively to 
assert themselves until a child is at 
tire high school age, at which period 
his interests begin to extend away 
from the sheltering environment of 
his home, and he begins to come un­
der the influence of many forces 
which lie outside the ken of the 
home. It ìb a natural part of the 
development of the adolescent 
youth to wish at this age to assume 
the responsibility for his own con­
duct and to act independently of 
parental direction. Yet at no time 
in life is the sympathetic, intelli­
gent guidance and companionship 
of parents more necessary.

The school and the home must 
therefore continue at this time to 
recognize the necessity of having 
the same standard of guidance for 
their charges whom they are train­
ing to become intelligent sharers in 
the life of their time.

High school parent-teacher asso­
ciations can be made successful, but 
not by parents who find their sat­
isfaction in sitting at home criticis­
ing present day schools, contrasting 
their own youthful perfections with 
the imperfections of the present day 
youth.

FORMER TILLAMOOK PASTOR
DIES IN PORTLAND

The Rev. Herman Heusser, pastor 
of the Second Reformed Church of 
Portland, died Feb. 11, at his home 
at East Thirty-Seventh and Colum­
bia Boulebard, at the age of 69 
years and 23 days. Rev. Heuser was 
pastor of the Reformed Church of 
Tillamook for three years, from 
1916 to 1919. He is survived by 
his widow and seventeen children.

The Rev. Heusser was born in 
Hombrechteken, Canton Zurich, 
Switzerland, Jan. 19. 1853. He ser­
ved in the ministry 44 years. Ha 
came to Tillamook in the summer 
of 1916, from Alma, Wisconsin, 
where he had been a ( pastor for 
eighteen years. From then until 
1919, he was pastor of the Reform­
ed Church of this city. Rev. Heus­
ser left Tillamook because of a very 
unselfish reason; he could nul speak 
the English language very well, and 
as so ninny English speaking people 
were among his congregation, he 
decided to leave and allow some 
minister to officiate whom could 
preach sermons in correct English.

Rev. Heusser was very popular 
and well liked In Tillamook. At the 
conclusion of the service at the Re­
formed Church in yiis city last Sun­
day, the congregation passed reso­
lutions of sympathy for the family: 
a token of respect for the man, and 
appreciation of his work while in 
Tillamook The congregation feels 
in him a personal loss, and the Rev. 
W. G. Llenkaemper, present pastor 
of the church, feels as if he had lost 
a brother. The passing beyond of 
Rev. Heusser leaves a void It will be 
hard to fill.

He Is survived by his widow anu 
seventeen children, nine of which 
are from his first wife, who was a 
sister of the present Mrs. Heusser, 
and who died Feb. 13. 1892. One 
daughter.
