PESTS DO TWO
BILLION DAMAGE

Scores of Plant Diseases Ravage
Farm Crops in United
States.

CORN BORER LATEST MENACE

——

Many Destructive Pests and Diseases
Are Imported From Europe—Boll
Weevil Has Cost Enough to
Pay National Debt
——

Washington, — Figures show the
American taxpayer ls paying tribute
to plant pests at the rate of about
$2,000,000,000 a year, the American
Nature assoclation says.

The Atluntic states know what the
chestnut blight and the white pine blis-

| ter rust have done. The country knows

the South's experience with the boll
weevil, One of the original enemles
to be brought to this land from Hu-
rope wis the Hesslan fiy, which came
In straw the soldiers used to bed thelr
horses.  That fly still costs the coun-
try the price of the Revolutionary war
every year because of what it dues to
whenat.

Introdueed from Mexico, the boll
weevll has cost the cotton growers of
the South enough to pay off the na-

tlonal debt. A hundred-millivn-acre
corn crop is annually exposad to a
dozen destructive dlseases, most of

Ameriea from forelgn
flelds.
Corn Borer Latest to Appear,

The last to appear 1s the European
corn borer. Thus far sclence has
made no headway In exterminating
this pest.

A professor at Harvard unlversity
gome years ago was experimenting in
an effort to develop a varlety of silk
worms that would reslst the gypsy
moth. A gust of wind blew several
cultures of moths through his labora-
tory window, Shortly thereafter the
gypsy moth became a destructlve
pest in Massachusetts, and now ex-
tends its depredations over more than
20,000 square miles of American area.
The American Nature association says

this pest accomplishes almost a8
much economic damage as the annual
fires.

The brown-tail moth came from Hol-
land or France In shipments of rosea
The Japanese beetle came to our
shores on I{mported Japanese Iris
plants. The San Jose scale has ren-
dered frult production prohibitory In
gome parts of the United States and
cogts more than $10,000,000 a year.

Efforts to Control.

Along the Mexican border Uncle
Bam malntains great fumligators large
enough for several freight cars to run
inside at a time, In this way all the
eotton and cotton seed that comes In
from Mexlco 18 rendered harmless so
far a8 the dlstribution of objectlon-
able cotton disenses 18 concerned.

“The rogues' gallery” llst of pests
now Inecludes more than 73 economle-
ally important crop despollers. They
Include such crop «
ling woth, aspurogus heetle,
moth, hop plant louse, horn fly,
mon eahbage worm,
pear midge, wheat louse, oyster-shell
bark louse, pea weevll, croton bug, 28
Injurfous scale Insects and many
others, Thirty-seven of Lhese pests
have been imported from Europe.

At such lmportant ports of entry as
New York, Boston, Beattle and San
Franclaco, plant pest policemen now
examine all geed and plant materinl
as well a8 other agricultural products
which might be Infested with forelgn
disease germs,
