amount he earned in 1919 
For instance, If there are 
four in vnur family, husband 
wife ai’d two children, the 
hu-bsud should nave earned 
$2 508 in 1919 to have struck 
the average. If but two in a 
family, and only ones wage­
earner, then he should have 
earned $1254. But there is 
this to remember when you 
do your figuring-it was a 
year in which more was ear­
ned, snd more was spent, 
than any j ear in the history 
of the present generation.
