A land owner in a Southern state 
had a large property of many acres, 
i beautiful house, and a big peach or- 
hard in bearing.

He met these pur­
chasers at the railroad station, mo­
tored them six miles over a good state 
road, and half a mile over a very 
-ough and bumpy dirt rbad to his 
house.

The property was sold at a price 
which included the cost of the road, 
plus a profit on the.road, within one

Mr. Sheeley, Vernonia, Ore.—Dear 

Sir: Inasmuch as the county court 
of your county has made the ruling 
that 300 pounds per inch of rubber be 
the maximum weight hauled by truck 
over the roads in Columbia county 
during the wet seasons, we have been 
forced to discontinue our service to 
Vernonia.

This ruling makes it unlawful for 
the commercial trucks to run over 
said roads empty.

At the hearing, December 5th, of the 
Columbia county commissioners, we 
tried to convince the court that such 
a ruling that would deprive a com­
munity of modern transportation was 
an injustice to the taxpayers of that 
community.

However, we sincerely regret that 
in spite of our efforts such a ruling 
was made effective and we were com­
pelled to assure the court that we 
would discontinue our services.

We hope that in the near future 
this ruling will be modified so as to 
allow 450 pounds per inch—the same 
as the maximum I ad limit allowed 
over the macadat r ad - in Washing­
ton county and b.\ ’he State Highway 
Commission of Oregon—then, we will 
immediately continue our Portland- 
Vernonia freight service.

CALIFORNIA NOT ALL PARADISE

Lankershim, Cal., Dec. 9, 1923.
Dear Friend Robinson: As I have 

nothing to do this evening will drop 
you a few lines to let you know how 
things are down here. We left Hood 
River on October 21, took our time 
on the road. We found the roads fine 
to the state line, all paved, but from 
the state line until you reach Redding 
the roads are very rough; from Red­
ding the roads are all paved We 
stopped at Salem and Roseburg* in 
Oregon. Yreka, Redding, Woodland. 
Sacramento (two days on account of 
a broken axle, Manteka, Salinas and 
Sandberg, on the summit, 4720 feet. 
From there we were on the ridge route 
and it is sure some road, terrible 
grades, some as high as 15 per cent. 
There is not a thing doing in the 
above towns in the building lines until 
you reach San Bernadino. There is a 
lot of building going on here but they 
are all small ones from two to four 
roorjis but rents are very high. We 
pay $30 for a four-room shack partly 
furnished. We use gas for cooking 
and heating but it does not take much 
for heat as it is sure warm down here. 
We are enjoying one of their fine 
dust storms at this time, has been 
blowing for three days. Can hardly 
see across the street. We are 14 miles 
north from Los Angeles. There is 
plenty of work at Los Angeles and 
Hollywood. The water is very good 
at this place. Prices of foodstuff 
here about the same as up north. Tell 
ail the boys I would love to see all of 
them.

This is no place for a fellow that 
has to work at common labor, as 
there are so many Mexicans down 
here. Please send me a copy of your 
paper.
