THE RIGHT START

From barbers’ chair to governors’ chair women are rap­
idly crowding out the men in places that have always been 
thought to be sacred for men only. Two women have been 
sworn in recently as governors of two great states.

Just what men are going to do about the invasion of 
their age old rights and privileges is not exactly apparent, 
assuming that they want to do anything.

In one year, or right after the 
coach told him he was too small to make a good football 
player, he was back home. It wasn’t an education he was 
after, at all; it was an opportunity to become a football 
star.

We would not for the world discourage the boy who is 
ambitious to go to college. But if he is not going to col­
lege to get something that will help him in after life, in­
stead of something that will merely win him the cheers of 
a football audience, he is wasting his time and money. 
Athletics are necessary, but football, and baseball, and 
rowing are secondary to a college education. Even if a 
young man becomes a professional football player he is 
good for but a few seasons, and at the end of that time 
he finds himself up against a stem, hard world and with­
out a trade or profession. College football is a part of col­
lege life, and probably always will be. But the boy who 
thinks it is the biggest part of it will find out to his sor­
row a little later on that he was dead wrong about it.
