to obtain the money with which to pay for the paving of
street intersections on Bridge Street.

The property owners on Bridge street will later on

be called upon to form an improvement district, and
hat distriet will be assessed for the paving of the street.

[t is the common practice of all cities to pay for their street
intersections by general taxation, and it is particularly
necessary in Vernonia, due to the fact that the aassessed
valuation of the property on Bridge street cannot legally)
hear sufficient assessments to pave this street. Even|
though the property owners were willing to bear all the
burden allowed by law, it would still mean that Bridge,
street cannot be paved this year. Therefore the entire

electorate of Vernonia have an opportunity of express-|

ing their opinion on the paving of Bridge street. ,
The council is asking authorization for an exlpendi-i
ture of $6000 in order to be on the safe side, while it is,
now estimated that only $5,000 will be necessary. How-|
ever, taking the largest figure and figuring that the
bonds would run for an average life of ten years, the
total cost of principal and interest to the city would be
$9,600. Therefore, to find out what each propert% own-
ridge
street out of general taxation, the following method will|
be found available for determining any property owner’s
burden:
For each dollar of assessed valuation,
it will take less than three cents to pay out.
Therefore if you own property the as-
sessed valuation of which is $75.00, you
will eventually p!l?f $2.25 towards this im-
provement. Or if you own property with
an assessed valuation of $300, you will
eventually pay $9.00 towards this im-
provement. .
The question to be determined by the voters of Ver-
nonia on March 23rd is only one: that is, to express
the r opinion on whether they desire to aid the property
owners along Bridge street to an amount of $6000,
which will come out of general taxation on all the prop-
erty in the city for the paving of intersections which be-
long to the city as a whole and not the property owners.
In other words, they will pay for the improvement of
their own property. : .
The above question is the only one being submitted |
to the people of Vernonia at the present time. The:
question of whether there shall be slorm sewers or no
storn sewers, open gutters or no gutters, cement paving
or some form of bitulithic paving, is entirely out of the
question, and the voters of Vernonia should upderstand}
immediately that there is no decision, and will be no|
decision for several months to come on the general type
of construction. When the question of whether Bridge
street shall be paved has been settled, the council will
be in a position to employ a competent engineer, but un-
til the surveys are made and costs estimated finally, it
will be impossible to determine exactly what is needed|
by the city. :
Therefore the amateur engineers (
not sway anybody’s opinion as to whether the council
is proceeding in the right direction. The council is do':
ing the only thing humanly possible and that is to pro-|
vide the ways and means for improving Bridge street|
permanently, and they are calling upon the peo If’ to
express their desire to shoulder their share of it. Vhen |
this has been accomplished it is time for persons to go
before the council and argue for some pet type of im-
provement. 2
