terest at not to exceed six (6) per
cent per annum, payable semi-annu­
ally, each of said bonds to be a 
direct general obligtion of the City 
of Vernonia and to be known as 
“City of Vernonia General Obliga­
tion Bonds."

Section 2. The debt limitations 
contained in the Charter of said 
City shall not apply to the bonds 
hereby authorised. >

Section 3. The Council shall 
each year at the time of making the 
annual tax levy for city purposes 
included in such levy a sum sufficient 
to pay interest due on the outstand­
ing bonds of thia issue and to retire 
the principal thereof at maturity.
