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Pennits Given 
To Oregonians

Oregon residents are citizens of 
one of the only eight states and one 
Canadian province entitled to ob­
tain a Nonresident Permit and 
avoid paying the retail sales tax in 
Washington

The State of Washington imposes 
restrictions on the granting and use 
of these permits. Sales must involve 
tangible personal property for use 
outside Washington and sales must 
be to people who are not residents of 
Washington

Charles H Mack, director of the 
Oregon Department of Revenue, 
says. “ SomeOregon residents write 
to us to obtain a permit or 
information about how to get one 
We refer them to the Washington 
Department of Revenue ”

Permits are available at the cost 
of one dollar from an district office 
of the Washington Department of 
Revenue and offices of some in­
dependent agencies.

Washington recently distributed a 
bulletin setting out the provisions of 
the law

Applicants must agree to grant 
Washington access to records and 
other information to demonstrate 
that such purchases are not first 
used substantially in Washington.

Oregonians who obtain a permit 
cannot exempt themselves from 
paying the Washington sales tax on 
repairs, services, recreational ac­
tivities. and meals or refreshments

Sales to servicemen stationed in 
Washington or any nonresident 
temporarily residing in Washington 
• including students) are not exempt 
from the sales tax on any purchase

Applicants for the Nonresident 
Permit must confirm their resi 
dence by showing a driver's license 
hunting license, fishing license, 
professional license or credit cards

in 6,700 Jaycee communities all 
over the country.

sponsible practices and attitudes 
about drinking Honest and open 
discussion before young people 
begin drinking is a jaycee goal 

The Jaycees recognize that par­
ents and the family unit can be 
among the best and early examples 
of responsible living including re­
sponsible drinking.

The United States Jaycees new 
responsible drinking program is 
called “ Operation THRESHOLD". 
The alcohol education effort is 
made possible by a grant from 
HEW s National Institute on Alco­
hol Abuse and Alcoholism

Century F-anns
Sought by  OHS

Century farms are currently be 
ing sought throughout the state, 
reports Extension Agent Don Coin 
Walrod.

The agent says a recent letter 
from Irvin Mann Jr., director of the 
State Department of Agriculture 
called attention to the fact that 
Century Earms—farms that have 
been operated continuously by the 
same family for 100 years or more 
are being sought in connection with 
the tooth anniversary of the Oregon 
Historical Society.

In 1958 the Oregon Historical So­
ciety along with the State Depart­
ment of Agriculture and others 
inaugurated the Century Farm 
program honoring those farms that 
had been in operation for more than 
100 years After 1960, registrations 
for Century Earms were placed on a 
five-year basis

Ordinarily the next registration 
period would not come up for Cen­
tury Earms until 1975 but because of 
(he looth anniversary of the His­
torical Society, the society and the 
Department of Agriculture will 
register all farms not previously 
registered that were settled in 1873 
or earlier and are still being opera 
ted by the same family.

Walrod savs forms for applying 
lor Century Farm honors can be ob 
tamed from county extension offi­
ces The deadline for completing of 
applications is July 27.
