Then Nyssa is thn 
nearest buntness center to them in 
the county. There in no doubt 
at all that these farmers would 
rather do their trading in their 
home state and county than i>> 
Idaho.

The ferry by which they at 
present cross the stream is un­
satisfactory and at times unrelia 
ble. It can be used onlv when 
the wind is right and the-weather 
is clement. To transact county 
seat business it is now necessary 
for these men to go around by 
Parma, take the train to Ontario, 
thence to Vale. As taxpayers, 
they are entitled to some con­
sideration; as prospective cus­
tomers the townpecple are bound 
to give them recognitiou. As fel­
low citizens in an unpleasant pre­
dicament they should be given re­
lief.

The Bend is a rich section of 
the county, well watered and al­
ready has 3500 acres under culti­
vation. A bridge would encourage 
settlement in that section, on the 
balance of the 7000acres available, 
thus -he entire county would ma­
terially profit by such an improve­
ment.

It takes courage to be 
cheerful when our plans fail, conr 
age to be optomistic in the face of 
adversity, the strength of courage 
to hold ns true to {right principles 
in the face of great opposition.

The misery felt by the submis­
sive when their ideals have been 
shattered is the sting of a carking 
fear that possesses the weak.

There is no place for the weak

but they lead to oblivion.

brains, conscience and muscle 
back of it, must continually de? 
cide between doing its duty and 
in juring  its pocket. In any po. 
sition but that of an editor, the 
public is able to separate the 
individual citizen. But if an 
editor does not please, it is at 
his pocket they aim. Souio peo­
ple read the newspaper all the 
year around and admire it, yet 
give it veiy little business sup­
port. Admiration alone will not 
run a newspaper There are too 
many men who expect an editor 
to slave in defense of their pet 
hobbies and notions, advocate 
their views, and then cooly 
withhold the business support 
by which alone a country news 
(taper can live. Talk about a 
paper having a public duty to 
perform and an editor having 
to work for his principles is 
cheap when others stand hack 
and extend a lukewarm neutral 
ity. The result is, the editor 
may starve while Inhering for 
!ns principles and the cause of 

i right and justice, which is ad­
mired but not supported.
