It is not the 
shriek o f a demagogue It comes 
from an acknowledged authority 
in one of the greatest educational 
institutions in the world.

Sane military preparedness is 
of some importance. But it is 
only incidental. It is superficial 
preparedness. It overlooks and 
ignores the fundamental.

We have been a nation for 13£ 
years. We are a splendid na 
tion. We are today playing ar 
illustrious part on this earth 
We are the most favored peoplt 
in the world.

But, after 139 years, with two- 
thirds o f our population having 
no wealth but the clothes or 
their backs, a little furniture 
and personal belongings, wt 
have not risen to our real place 
as a nation. We have not done, 
the things necessary to real na­
tional preparedness. We have 
failed to give our average people 
the chance in life that they 
ought to have.

The progressives as a national 
party have disbanded. Theii 
work was just begun. They 
were the ally and part o f the 
strength of President Wilson ir 
legislative enactments to bettei 
equalize the distribution ol 
wealth o f America. They should 
have gone on with the struggle 
instead o f letting Perkins betray 
them and their cause.
