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THAT $450,060 AGAIN.

In March. 1913, F. H. Newell, 
illrector of the reclamation ser­
vice, reoommended that $450.000 
be set aside to cooperate with 
the state of Oregon in reclama­
tion work. At that time Oregon 
had already appropriated $450,- 
000 for work on the Tumalo pro­
ject, which work was begun in 
June, 1913 In August of that 
year Secretary Lane visited Ore­
gon and congratulated the state 
on its progressive work and re­
iterated his promise to give us 
consideration. The $450,000 was 
never made available and never 
spent, but it is not the purpose, 
at this time, to enter into any 
discussion of that matter, more 
than to show that Oregon has 
done more for herself in the way 
of reclamation than has any 
other state and has received pro­
portionately less from the fed­
eral government.

The state completed the Tum­
alo project by a direct appropri­
ation of $450,000 The state ap­
propriated $50.000 to be used 
with a like sum from the govern­
ment in cooperative investiga­
tions. These sums were expend­
ed and surveys made. It was 
anticipated by this state that 
following this cooperative work, 
funds would be made available 
by the reclamation service to 
carry forward some of this meri­
torious work.

The service has in the past 
allotted to Oregon about $7,000,- 
000, but has expended only a 
little more than $3,000,000, the 
balance reverting to the genera' 
reclamation fund. From the 
fact that over $10,000,000 has 
been put into the reclamation 
fund from sale of timber in our 
national forests, it seems that 
Oregon should have received 
more than a third of that sum

If the entire 40 per cent of the 
Oregon - California grant land 
fund, now apportioned to the 
reclamation fund, were spent in 
Oregon, she would yet have re­
ceived less than has been sup­
plied to that fund. Mere justice 
to the state should cause the ex­
penditure of that fund here, not 
taking into consideration Ore­
gon’s right to the proceeds of 
the sale of these grant lands.

MORAL OBLIQUITY.

Salem has enjoyed the distinc 
tion of being the champion hog 
of Oregon, but she has lately 
been outclassed by Pendleton. 
And the ambitious Round-up 
town, besides displaying all the 
characteristics of the Arkansas 
razor back, is also possessed to a 
marked degree of the instincts 
of the coyote and the skunk.

Pendleton, through political 
machinations, secured the branch 
insane asylum, and now she is 
after the Eastern Oregon State 
Normal school, which flourished 
at Weston until it was closed by 
the legislature because of a no­
tion of false economy.

Weston is an ideal location for 
the school, being situated in a 
foothills of the picturesque Blue 
mountains, with the most health­
ful moral and physical surround­
ings. The E. O. S N. was Wes­
ton’s pride. It was started and 
for some years supported by the 
citizens of the town, but was 
later given state recognition and 
magnificent buildings costing in 
excess of $75.000 were erected.

Now Pendleton wants to aban­
don this costly plant and have 
the school located at Pendleton, 
and asks the taxpayers of the 
state to contribute $125,000 for 
the exection of new buildings. 
Pendleton is barely twenty miles 
from Weston and if the voters of 
the state vote to add to their tax 
burdens for Pendleton’s aggrand­
izement, they should never again 
complain of high taxes.

Pendleton’s action is all the 
more reprehensible in that it is 
directed against a friendly 
neighbor, a town that has al­
ways stood with her in previous 
ambitions and given valiant aid 
many times in preventing county 
division. Through the Weston 
Leader the people of Weston 
give the following expression of 
their righteous indignation:

Any one of three good reasons ought 
to be sufficient to defeat Pendleton’s 
normal school aspirations, unless it 
succeeds in beguiling the votsrs.

Pendleton is misusing the initiative 
privilige in a manner contemptuous of 
the plain mandate of the soveregn Ore­
gon people. Two years ago the voters 
declared unmistakably that they aid 
not want either one or two additional 
normal schools. They should be allow­
ed a decent and reasonable interval in 
in which to change their minds before 
being pestered with a demand for more 
normals. To ask them to build a $125.- 
000 plant in Eastern Oregon within 
two years after they have voted not to 
restore to state use a $75,000 plant, 
falls but little short of pure insolence.

Pendleton is evasive and cowardly, 
in that it makes its covert fight 
from ambush behind the skirts of the 
Oregon Agricultural College and the 
University of Oregon. It seeks un­
necessarily to “validate” these two 
already recognized and established in 
stitutions in the bill proposing to create 
the Pendleton normal. Afraid to risk 
the straightforward piracy of scuttling 
the Weston Normal in order to acquire 
for it a big slice of state pork, it tries 
to hoodwink the voters into fearing 
that the agricultural college and the 
university may some time be spirited 
away bv a constitutional goblin. Its 
deceptive bill, as pointed out by Mr. 
S. D. Allen of Eugene, constitutes log­
rolling of the worst variety.

Pendleton’s duplicity toward a smal­
ler neighbor in the same county that 
has alway been its loyal tributary, 
throws too much djubt upon its moral 
and ethieal standard to make of it a 
suitable place for a state school. Pen­
dleton has always coveted the Eastern 
Oregon normal. Some ten years ago 
in the legislature it tried through its 
agents to steal the school from Weston 
but failed. Biding its time, after the 
Weston school had been recklessly 
thrown over by the state senate at the 
instigation of Pendleton men, it initi­
ates a bill when Weston could not con­
sistently do so. Not until its scheme 
was under way did it send out a com­
mittee to see how Wesdon people felt 
about it and to ask them to “ laydown.” 
It is such brazen effrontery that the 
Pendleton newspapers applaud and one 
of them describes as "righteousness,” 
forsooth!

Here are three conspicuous reasons, 
we say, why Pendleton ueserves an 
admonitory squelching from Old Man 
Oregon. A fourth is that it already 
has the Eastern Oregon state hospital 
and should be satisfied. There are 
others, but for our present purpose 
these will suffice.
