Corn Chowder.

One ean corn, four cupfuls potatoes
cut In one-quarter-lnch slices, one and
one-half-lnch cube fat salt pork, one
sliced onlon, four cupfuls scalded
milk, elght common crackers. Cut
pork In small pleces and try out. Add
onfon and cook five minutes, stirring
often that onlon may not burn. Straln
fat into a stewpan. Parboll potatoes
five minutes in balling water to cover,
¢raln and add potatoes to fat; then
add two cupfuls bolllng water; cook
until potatoes are soft, add corn and
milk, then heat to bolling point. Sea-
son with salt and pepper and butter
and crackers, split and soaked In
enough cold milk to molsten. Re-
move crackers, turn chowder into n
tureen and put erackers on top.

Codfish Souffle.

Pare und slice enough potatoes to
make one pint, ndd a pint of codfish,
shredded, Place in n saucepan, cover
with cold water and bring slowly to
the bolling point. Draln off this water,
cover with bolllng water and cook
until the potato Is thoroughly cooked,
then draln and mash fine. Melt one
tablespoonful of bucter, add an equal
amopunt of flour and stir untll smooth ;
ndd one and one-half cupfuls of mlilk,
then fish and potato mixture and cook
for five minues, Cool, ndd the beaten
yolks of three eggs, then the stiffly
beaten whites. Turn Into a buttered
baking dish and bake slowly for 33
minutes. Serve Immediately, gar-
nished with sprigs of parsley.

Colonlal Cake.

One-half cupful butter, one and a
quarter cupfuls granulated sugar,
three eges, half cupful thin eream or
rich mllk, half even teaspoonful sodn,
one even teaspoonful eream tartar, two
cupfuls of pastry flour, half cupful
seeded raisins, Add whites of eggs
last und bake in tube pan. When cold
frost with a heavy white lelng that will
contrast prettily with the yellow of the
cake. Citron sliced In thin strips may
be used Instead of ralsing, or In com:
bination with them.

Chocolate Pie.

Four tablespoonfuls eocoa, one pint
of water, yolks of two eggs, two tubie
spoonfuls cornstarch, six tablespoon-
fuls sugar. Boll untll thick, add one
tablespoonful vanllla. Bake the crust,
pour In the chocolate. Beat the whites
of the eggs with one cupful of sugnr,
spread over top and brown., One tea-
spoonful of baking powder In one-half
enupful granulated sngar added to the
white of one egeg stiMy beaten mnkes
n fluffy meringue.

Cernmeal Muffins.

Sift together one cupful cornmeal,
one Supful bread flour, one teaspoonful
soda (level) In one ecupful sour milk,
and add it to the sifted Ingredients.
Then add one-quarter cupful molnsses,
then two eggs, two tablespoonfuls melt-
ed drippings. Beat well and bake In
well-greased muflin pans about one.
half hour In moderately hot oven
Mnkes 12,

Steamed Suet Pudding.

One cupful chopped suet, one-half
tenspoonful salt, one teaspoonful soda,
two teaspoonfuls cream of tartar, one
cupful molasses, one and one-half cup-
fuls milk, two and one-half cupfuls
flour, one cupful chopped ralsins, one
cupful currants, a little cut up citron,
one teaspoonful of lemon extract, one
tenspoonful nutmeg. Steam four hours.
Serve hot Wwith hard sauce.

lce Cream Coffee.

GENTLE ITALIAN BEES

Stinging Black and Hybrid Breeds
Have Been Discarded.

Expert of Oklahoma Experiment Sta-
tion Advises Beginners to Get Mod-
ern Fixtures to Keep the
Honey Gatherers In.

(By C. F. BANBORN, Oklahoma Experi-

ment Station.)

A great many people fear the sting
of bees, but It Is Just as the Western
country was years ago, where there
were large herds of cattle, Very little
butter was made becnuse the cows
were so wild and kicked so much that
only one or two per family were
milked. Now, however, with the lm-
proved breeds, nearly every farmer
has butter and cream the year round,
and often recelves o nlee Income from
the sale of these products.

The spine upplies to bees, The sting-
Ing bluck and hybrid bees have given
place to gentle Itallans, I often han-
dle my bees throughout a year with-
out belng stung.

In the first place, don't fool with
black bees any more than you would
attempt to milk Texas cows. Get pure
Italinns, In the second place, don't
monkey with boxes or gums to keep
them in, but get modern fixtures.

Don't try to produce comb honey In
pound boxes. An expert beckeeper is
required to make It a success any-
where. Don't Imagine that you can
get rich at the business just becnuse
you take off, say, 200 or 300 pounds
of honey some years,

If you ean buy from a neighbor more
cheaply than from a dealer, do so; but
benr In mind that when you sell a
cow, you don't always sell your best
one, but more likely one with a pe-
cullarity that yon don't ke, Likewlse
with bees, for which reason It 1s often
better to buy from a dealer. He will
be Inclined to sell you something good
because he has n reputation to sustaln.

The colonles of Itallun bees In a com-
plete one-and-one-half-story hive will
rost about £820. Two empty hives
(ready to put new swarms In), sup-
plled with full sheets of foundation in
the brood chamber, and starters In the
upper stories or supers, wlll cost §0.60,

AXLE GREASE IS NEGLECTED

Oversight Means Wear and Rapid De-
terioration of Farm Equipment—
Keep Grease Handy.

Of all the sins of neglect committed
against farm equipment that of fall-
Ing to “grense” the farm wagon Is per-
haps the worst.
