
BRITISH U-BOAT IN A CLEVER RUSE
Vessel, Disabled, Captures Mine- 

Laying Trawler and 
Sets a Trap.

SINKS 6 ENEMY DESTROYERS
Strews Sea With Score of Mines Then 

Calls Prussian Vessels in Ger­
man Code and They Rush to

Their Destruction.

New York.—How u British subma­
rine, disabled and forced to come to 
the surfucd in I'russian waters in the 
North Sea, captured an enemy mine- 
luyer und snuk six Prussian destroyers 
was told in graphic language by an of­
ficer of a British vessel that arrived 
at an American port. According to the 
narrative the ollieer commanding the 
submarine forced the mine-luyer to 
tow him out to sou and then, repairs 
being completed, sowed the sea with 
mines and in Herman code sent out a 
call by wireless that brought six Prus­
sian destroyers down on them. Four 
of the destroyers struck mines and the 
remaining two were sunk by the sub­
marine, which then made her wuy 
home In safety.

“We were cruising off the mouth of 
the Weser at night,” the ottlcer told a 
New York Herald reporter, “when 
Something went wrong with our ma­
chinery and we came to n stop.

Setting the Trap.
“We had passed close by to several 

Prussian vessels earlier in the eve­
ning, but had not touched them, for 
ours was a mission of observation. So 
we considered that we would fall In j 
with one very soon. Sure enough, In 
an hour's time we caught sight of a 
dark shape coming down und which I 
would apparently run afoul of us If we j 
kept on. Through the night glnsses 
our licutennnt made her out to be a 
trawler. At once he decided on a des­
perate expedient. He sent off the 
ho’.sun and six men, all the available 
men we had, In our collapsible bout, 
und as the trawler bore down on u» lie 
hailed her In German and reported 
himself as U-29, with machinery dis­
abled.

“It wasn't till she was right on top 
of us that they smelled n rut. Some- | 
one shouted out an nlarm as her over­
hang grazed us. And as the cry went 
up our collapsible, which hud pulled

he had cleared away the broken stuff 
and replaced the rods.

“The lieutenant then cast loose from 
our submarine and the trawler made n 
wide semicircle, dropping overside ull 
the surface mines she hud on board— 

I 20 of them. Then we sent a radio in 
I German—the lleutenunt had found the 
Hun's secret code book in the wheel- 
house—culling for helpnml announcing 
that the trawler hud fallen in with a 
flotilla of fast British cruisers, evi­
dently bent on a raiding expedition. 
With that we wrecked the wireless, 
abandoned the trawler with her crew 
still locCed on the fo’c’sle and sub­
merged behind our burrier of mines.

Destroying the Destroyers.
“We didn't have long to wait. The 

dawn was Just breaking when up from 
the east came four destroyers in col­
umn. We had hardly sighted them 
when they saw the trawler und spread 
out funwlse. As they shot into the 
mine field the leading destroyer went 
leaping out of the water with her bow 
torn off. The others sheered nud the 
second and third, thus running up the 
mine trull, both struck, each one being

fulrly torn to pieces. The fourth de­
stroyer, her engines reversing at top 
speed and hauling her back on her 
haunches, took a pot shot at the traw­
ler for luck, realizing that they had 
run into a trap. As she was firing we 
crept slowly up and let her have a tor­
pedo amidships.

"The roar of the explosion had hard­
ly died away when another detonation 
shook us and we found that two more 
destroyers hud come up from the 
southward and had fallen afoul of the 
mines. The lending one wus untouched, 
but the second had struck unother 
mine. As the one remaining destroyer 
turned to run we made for her at an 
angle and got her. She went up with 
an appalling roar.

"We had no chance to breathe, how­
ever, for something dropped Into the 
sea close by and exploded. Swinging 
our periscope upward we found three 
Taubes circling above us. We turned 
und cut for home, with the trio hang­
ing over us for more than hnlf an 
hour, dropping bombs all nround us, 
and after running with the fear of 
deuth In our heurtj for more than an 
hour we got within our cruising area 
nnd the Taubes were driven uwny*by a 
couple of our own seaplanes.

“The lieutenant got the Victoria 
cross for his work and we nil got the 
Military cross.”

“Once in possession of the deck It 
wus easy to do for the engine-room 
force of three and the bont was ours. 
We made sure that there wns no com­
munication from the fo'c’sle except by 
the locked butch. Then the lieutenant 
pnssed a line to our own suluuiirlne 
and with her engine-room crew work- 
lag Ilka mad the rest of us on the 
trawler got under way. It was almost

marine bailed us and announced thut

in Its recruiting campaign.

Former Premier of Greece Says 
Democratic Nations Will At­

tain Peace Ideals.

CHANGE IN RUSSIA PLEASES
Attempt to Establish "Divine Right”

In Greece "Doomed to Failure," 
Says Famous Statesman— 

Sympathies With Entente.

Snlonicn.—The change that has 

taken place In the ltussinn govern­
ment 1ms been balled by the new 
Greece with sincere Joy. because the 
abolition of despotism und the triumph 
of democratic principles In Russia 
proves In the most conclusive manner 
that the struggle now going on in the 
world is essentially a contest between 
democracy and autocracy.

The entrance Into the war of the 
great American republic Is the most 
cmphutlc confirmation possible of the 
nature of the world conflict. The 
struggle of the Greek liberal forces 
ugalnst King Constantine’s clique has 
never been a fight between people fa­
voring war and those who favor peace, 
hut It Is a struggle of democracy 
against nutrocrncy. No party wished 
for a prolonged period of pence more 
than the Liberals, especially after the 
exhaustion resulting from the two re­
cent Itnlknn wars.

Sympathies With the Entente.
Because of the democratic sentl-

*----
maintain our neutrality until the mo­
ment Bulgnrlu attacked Serbia. Had 
this policy of the king been sincere It 
would have been entirely honorable. 
But, ns events afterward demonstrat­
ed, his policy lacked sincerity. Under 
the veneer of pacifism that policy at­
tempted to exploit the lassitude which 
seized Greece after the two Balkan 
wars.

But In reality his policy was due to 
a secret pact with Germany and had 
no other purpose than promoting the 
victory of Germany, because the tri­
umph of I’russinnlsra, In the king's 
opinion, was the only possible oppor­
tunity for him to Impose on Greece 
nn absolute monarchy.

We have proof of this. When Bul­
garia attacked Serbia the crown Im­
mediately took a position conflicting 
with that of the majority of the new 
parliament, refusing to fulfill the obli­
gations contracted by our alliance with 
Serbia, and thus opposing the will of 
the entire country ns expressed 
through the recent election. The king 
told me at that time that he did not 
consider himself bound to abide by 
the wishes of the people. He said that 
whenever nn Important International 
mntter came up for decision he re­
served the right to Impose upon the 
nntlon his personal viewpoint, claim­
ing that he wns responsible to God 
only. .

“Divine Right” Doomed to Failure.
It Is quite obvious that such nn at­

tempt to establish In Greece the prin­
ciple of monarchy by divine right Is 
doomed to failure at a time when that 
very principle Is abolished In Russia.

Furthermore, the victory over Prus­
sian absolutism nnd militarism, which 
will be more decisive and more cotu-

One of the most lmportnnt conser­
vation campaigns undertaken In the 
United Stutes Is that started by the 
committee on health problems of the

sity. The campaign has for Its pur­
pose the Improvement of health In the 
rural districts of the country.

After careful investigation, Doctor 
Wood has found country school ehll 
Iren less heulthy, on the average, thnn 
tty children. The reasons he believes 

j to be largely found in cureless disposal 
nf waste matter In the country, lu con 
taminated water, In Insufficient ventl 
lutlon. In unbalanced rations, nnd In 
fulluro to have children examined by 

| physicians nnd dentists.
Doctor Wood und his committee 

| purpose to remedy those conditions 
Ihrough a campaign of education In 
the rural schools. The Improvement 
of conditions will he accomplished 
through pointing out just whut 

| wrong with present modes of living, 
In the cities health regulations have 
been enforced largely through police 
power, and are still evaded by some,

| who do not realize the Importance of 
sunltary conditions. In the country, 
thinly settled ns It Is, the enreful en 
forcement of minute regulations would 
be impossible. Improvement there will 
come through education, nnd improve­
ment bused on education Is a much 
more settled, more beneficial mutter 
than Improvement based on law.
