Four Economical Preparations That
Are Thoroughly Good, Although
They Can Be Made Cheap.

Cornstarch Pudding.—To one cupful
bolling mik add two level tablespoon-
fuls cornstarch, mix with one teaspoon-
ful salt and two tablespoonfuls cold
milk. Boll a few minutes, stirring con-
stuntly, then cook slowly ten minutes,
Beat one egg and one teaspoonful
sugar and add to the cornstarch. Cook
one minute, add one teaspoonful fla-
voring. Remove from fire and beat.
Pour Into mold.

Queen's Pudding.—Pour one cupful
sealding milk over one-fourth cupful
bread erumbs, Beat volk of one egg
with two even tablespoonfuls sugar,
pineh of salt and grated rind of one-
fourth lemon, Stir all together, put In
buttered dish and bake 15 minutes,
Spread over top layer of jam or Jelly
and cover with the stiffly beaten white,
mixed with two tablespoonfuls sugar
and julee of one-fourth lemon. Brown
in oven.

Banana Pudding.—Benat yolk of one
egg, two tablespoonfuls sugar nnd one-
fourth teaspoonful salt. Add juice
of one-half tart orange and one cupful
milk. Arrange sllced bananas and
bread erumbs In baking dish and pour
this enstard over it. Bake In hot
oven 20 minutes., Beat the white of
egg stiff and add two tablespoonfuls
sugar and julee of one-halfl orange.
Spread on pudding and brown.

Baked Cornstarch Lemon Meringue.

-Heat one cupful to belling point,
then stir In one level tablespoonful hut-
ter blended with same of cornstarch.
Cook one minute, stirring constantly.
Add the yolk of one egg, beaten with
two tablespoonfuls sugar, grated rind
one-fourth lemon, julce of onehalf
lemon and ploch of salt. Bake 20 min-
ntes. Beat white of egg with three
tablespoonfuls sugar, spread on top
nnd brown,

Apple Cracker Pudding.

Three medium-sized apples, six
large milk or soda erackers, cold wri-
ter, one tenspoonful butter, one pint
milk, two eggs, one-half cupful sugar,
one teaspoonful lemon extract, nut-
meg.

Crumble the erackers Into a pudding
digh ; pour over these enough cold wa-
ter to sonk them until soft. P'are the
apples, cut them o halves, remove
core and put them on the stove with a
small quantity of water; stew (en
minutes. Pour milk over sonked ernck-
ers, add eggs beaten, and stir In the
apples with the sugar. Add flavoring
nmnd grate nutmeg over the top of the
pudding., Place butter on top Just as
the pudding l= rendy to be put Into the
oven. Bake in a slow oven until firm
and brewn., Serve hot.

Ginger Fritters,

Bring to the bolling polut two enp-
fuls of water, one-half cupful of sugar
and one teaspoonful of butter, stir In
two cupfuls of sifted flour and continue
stirring until the mixture leaves the
sldes of the pan. Remove from the
fire, cool, add four unbeaten eggs, one
nt a time, beat thoroughly and add one
cupful of finely chopped preserved gin-
ger, Dron fram a spoon Into deep hot
fat, fry to a golden brown, dralp on
soft paper and serve with ginger sirig)
slightly flavored with lemon Julce.

Biscuit Tortonl in Boxes.

One cupful died macaroons finely
crushed, two cupfuls thin erenm, half
cupful sugar, third cupful sherry, one
pint heavy cream.
