Washington.—Indention of a wide- 
spri ad spirit of unrest and dissatis­
faction among the farmers of the coun­
try. so threatening as likely to disturb 
the existing economic sttuctnre. ts con- 
side rid by government officials to be 
reveal'd in more than 40.000 replies 
to a quest lonalre recently sent out by 
the pos*office department.

The sentiments of the farmers were 
obtained by the broadcasting of 200. 
000 copies of a questionaire through­
out the agricultural states asking for 
suggestions whereby the postoffice de­
partment might aid in cutting down 
the cost of living.

The great proportion of tbe replies 
as summarised by officials show the 
major complaints of the farmers in 
numerical order to be:

Inability to obtain labor to work 
the farms; hired help and tbe farmers 
children having been lured to tbe city 
by higher wages and easier living.

High profits taken by tbe middle­
men for the mere handling of food 
products and lack of proper agencies 
of contract between the farmer and 
the ultimate consumer.

Many of the replies, said one of­
ficial. probably as many as 50 per 
rent. Indicated that the writers con­
template either leaving their farms or 
curtailing acreage under cultivation, 
because of one or more of the three 
major grievances and because of the 
growing feeling against non-producing 
city dwellers.
