muda, through a hortleultural aecl
dent, was developed what garden-
ers call a “sport,” a subvariety re-
markable for early blossoming, hardi-
ness, height and the size and large
number of flowers, also for the ease
with which it may be “forced” in hot-
houses.

In 1875 a woman of Philadelphla,
returning from Bermuda, brought with

her two plants of this Improved stock |

and gave them to a florist of the
Quaker clty, who, percelving the great
value of the varlety, proceeded to mul-
tiply the bulhs. He introduaced the lily
to public notice seven vears later, glv-
ing a small exhibit of the plants. Oth-
er horticulturists were quick to secure
specimens for propagation, and today
the Lilian Harrisli, ns It Is called,
holds the market exclusively,
Bermuda is the original home of the
early variety. While it is still winter

in the northern part of the United :

States, fields of onions and potatoes
are carpeting the Bermudas with a
green and luxurant promise of com-
ing wealth for the farmer, while here
and there, even during March, fields
of blooming lilles spread a feast for
the eye. But to the grower of the 1it-
tle archipelago the Easter lily Is mere-

ly an Incldental erop, supplementing '

the onlon and potato. Culture of It Is
whaolly by hand, In pockets of rich soll
among the rocks,

May Raise Own Lilies.

In June the Easter lily bulbs are dug
In Bermuda and shipped to the United
States, packed In sawdust or excelsior.
They are then planted by American
florists In pots, and at the proper time,
many monthe later, are brought Into
the hothouses to be forced for the
Hitherto we have
been obliged to depend entirely upon
Bermuda for our Easter lilies, but
there Is reason to belleve that before
long plentiful supplles of them will
he grown In southern Florida and Call-
fornia. Incldental to experiments in
this directlon, a number of valuable
new varietles have recently been cre-
ated by the government plant bureau.

The lily of the valley Is regarded as
an emblem of purity and modesty. It
is a native of temperate latitudes In
Europe and Asla, and In the garden
is one of the earllest of spring flowers.
Nearly all of the lllles of this kind
grown In this country are raleed from
“pips”"—root shoote—lmported {rom

| Germany. Holland and France, where

they are produeed by the milllon for
export. On arriving In the United
States they are put into refrigerators,
or otherwise kept cold, so ns to mme-
pend thelr vitality—the object being
to force them into bloom as they are
required for market. In this way
gardeners are enabled to offer the
blossom for sale the year around.
