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STEAMER BURNS AT
SEA— ALL RESCUED

San Francisco— All the passengers 
officers and crew of the burning 
steamer City of Honolulu, which 
was abandoned at 1J.10 a.m. Thurs­
day, are safe, acording to wireless 
advices received by the Federal Tel­
egraph company from the freight 
steamer Want Faralon.

The West Faralon reached the 
scene early Thursday afternoon, and 
had taken all of the people aboard 
by 3:41 p. m. The City of Hono­
lulu carried 72 passengers and 145 
officers and members of the crew, a 
total of 217..

Fire broke out aboard the City of 
Honolulu shortly after 5 o’clock 
Thursday morning, and spread so 
rapidly that all those on board had 
to take to small boats. The sea was 
like glass when the ship was aban-! 
doned.

The ship was homeward bound to 
San Pedro, Calif., from Honolulu' 
and was 1405 miles east of Honolulu 
and 670 miles southeast of San' 
Pedro when the fire broke out.
