V/EEKLY BIBLE LESSON
Vve have bad difficulty in de­

ciding what to use for our Bible 
lesson this w°ek There is such 
a wealth of material to select 
from that a choice is difficult 
But the fact that a strong effort 
is being msde to force the read 
ing of the Bible in the public 
schools, contrary to law, censti 
tution, equity and the American 
principle of no union of church 
and state constrains us to give n 
few reasons why the Bible- 
should NOT be taught in out 
public schools. Perhaps the first 
in importance is that it violates 
the constitution of the United 
States. This fact has been de­
cided by the supreme courts of 
numerous state», including Ohio, 
Wisconsin, Nebaaska, Illinois 
and California, and cannot be 
successfully denied. In '“ hat is 
known as the Illinois case Sir. 
King, a Catholic, appealed tfc the 
supreme oourtof the state. Here 
four important points were de­
cided. The first one was:

"Free enjoyment of religious wor 
ship lnclades freedom not to worship."

On this point the court said:
"The wreng arises, not out o f tie 

particular version ot the Bible or form 
of prayer used -whether that found in 
the Douay or tha King James version 
—or the particu.ar songs surg, but 
out of the COMPULSION to join in 
any form of worship."

The second point decided was that 
"children attending public school can­
not be compelled to jsin in religious 
worship" and that the religious ex 
arciaes as held in the achool “ consti 
tnte worship wkthin the meaning of 
the constitution. ”

The fourth point was moat important 
of allnnd was that the reading of the 
Bible in public schools constitutes sec­
tarian instruction Hare the court 
speaks plainly: "The Bible, in ita en­
tirety, is a se.-trarian book as to tha 
Jaw and every believer in any religion 
other than the Christian religion and 
a* to those who are heretical or who 
hold beliefs that are not regarded a* 
orthodox M bother it be called sac- 
larian or not, its use in the schools 
necessarily results in sectarianinstruc 
tlon."

In delivering this decision the court stated a number of maxims worthy of being remembered:
"A ll stand equal hefese the law - 

the Protestant, the Cetkeiie, the Mo­
hammedan, the Jew. the Mormon, he 
Freethinker, the Atheiet. Whatever 
mag be the view of the majority of 
the people, the eeurt has no right, 
and the majority hae no right, to fnroe 
that view upoq the minority, however 
small "

Regarding the status nf a pupil in a 
rchool who it perrail'ed by the ebjec 
tlon of himself or his parents to re 
frain from asking part in the religious 
exercises, the court eaid:

“ The exelueion of the pupil from 
thie eart o f  the school exercises to 
which the roet o f the school j  >ine. 
separates himself feom hie fellow*, 
puke him in a e'ass by himself, de- 
privae him o f hie equality with the 
other pupil», euhjecta him to a relig 
ioue stigma and plaooa him at a die -

nut be taught that the work of un 
hnown writers is the work of God.

Fifth: Portions of the Rible depiet 
G o la ia  demon -ather than a jus'i 
Go I. Scho d chTriren a-e table t- 
gain a wrong co e< pticn of H s chsr 
octet.
