
CITIZENS ASKED TO 
OBSERVE FIRE LAWS

SERIOUS ACCIDENT MAY RE­
SULT FROM EXCITED HASTE 

IN TIME OF FIRE.

C. C. Mueller, lire chief, is not 
displeased with the 100 per cent local 
attendance at every conflagration, 
but he doea urge that every autoist, 
pedestrian, spectator and particular­
ly the children of Vale become bet­
ter acquainted with several of the 
common fire laws and city ordin­
ances.

When the fire siren gave its warn­
ing cry on Monday evening, the 
streets were crowded with people 
rushing to the scene of the fire. 
Children were dashing down the 
streets, crowds were gathering on 
the crossings and cars were occupy­
ing streets, where fire autos have 
the right of way. Such excitement 
not only delays members of the 
fire department from performing 
their duties, and hinders them from 
reaching the scene of the fire in 
the shortest possible time, but is 
very dangerous. If such pellmell 
haste continues, it is almost sure 
to result in someone’s injury or 
death.

To remind local people of the few 
common fire laws that exist, Mr. 
Mueller has said people going to 
fires should keep strictly to the 
sidewalks. They should not stand 
on crossings and should not attempt 
to cross In front of fire wagons. 
Children should not be allowed to 
attend without their parents, as the 
fire department would not be re­
sponsible for any accident that 
might occur. All car drivers should 
give fire autos the right of way 
and should stop at the curb until 
they all pass. People must not col­
lect around a fire as they are very j 
much in the way of firefighters and 
also are in extreme danger of being 
hurt. Mr. Mueller asks the coop­
eration of citizens, and particularly 
parents, in carrying out these meas­
ures for the good of all concerned:
